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Chapter I

INTRODUCTION

This study is an historical account of the history of men's

intercollegiate track and field at Eastern Illinois University for the

years 1967 through 1976 inclusive.

The purpose of this study is to collect, organize and record

into one volume the relevant facts concerning the development and his-

tory of track and field at Eastern Illinois University during the years

1967-1976.

The primary sources of data for the thesis come from Track &

Field News 3 the Eastern News , the Coles County Daily Times-Courier , the

Mattoon Journal Gazette , varsity records and interviews with various

persons who have been connected with track and field at Eastern Illinois

University.

This study is arbitrarily arranged into chronological divisions.

Chapter I is the Introduction. Chapter II presents the Years 1967 to

1969. Chapter III is the Years 1970 to 1973. Chapter IV presents the

Years 1974 to 1976. Chapter V is the summary and conclusions.

The appendices catalogue the year-by-year results of each meet,

records of each year, rosters, and current indoor and outdoor varsity,

Lantz Fieldhouse and O'Brien Field records.

To simplify matters and to make reading easier, track events

such as the 100-yard dash, one-mile run, 120-yard high hurdles and 3000-

meter steeplechase are abbreviated to 100, mile, high hurdles and

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steeplechase. After the first reference to each event with its full

name, the shortened version is used.

Times recorded in minutes, seconds and fractions of seconds are

presented numerically, such as :09.9 for nine and nine-tenths seconds,

9:45 for nine minutes and 45 seconds. Similarly, a distance reported

as 50-3 represents 50 feet, three inches.

In referring to various institutions, the abbreviated name is

often used, such as Eastern or EIU for Eastern Illinois University, and

Southern Illinois for Southern Illinois University.

Verification of Sources of Information

Since most of the information for this study is taken from the

actual varsity records (official results of the meets), the information

must be considered as correct and as "official" as can possibly be ob-

tained. When possible the author compares data with two or more sources

to get the most accurate information.

All information which comes from a source other than Eastern

Illinois University official varsity records is footnoted.

Non-Eastern rn i"ois University Performances

When a reference is made in this study to an event or an athlete

not associated with Eastern Illinois University, it is because that

event or athlete has an indirect effect on an Eastern performance or

athlete. The allusion to another performance is to show how an Eastern

performance compares to outstanding athletes.

Need for the^tmjy

The outstanding heritage and tradition of Eastern Illinois Uni-

versity Track and Field teams can best be preserved through historical

studies. This investigation conveniently begins with the 1967 season,
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since a previous study by Joel Justis^ reviewed Panther Track from 1912

through the 1966 season.

Chapter II

YEARS 1967-1969

Chapter Two presents the years 1967, 1968 and 1969. The 1967

season was the first year that indoor track competition was held at

Eastern. During the 1969 season John Craft, one of the finest athletes

in the history of Eastern sports, ended his collegiate career.

1967--Indoor Season

The first indoor track season in Eastern's history came about

in 1967 when the Charles P. Lantz Fieldhouse was inaugurated. The

fieldhouse was part of the $3.4 million Charles P. Lantz Physical Edu-

cation and Recreation building.

The advantages of indoor track were four-fold according to track

coach Maynard O'Brien. He said: "First of all, it is equivalent to

another season of preparation. It gives us additional time for better

examination of our personnel so that we may more effectively instruct

them. Finally, it gives us additional conditioning time, and weather

is not a factor. "^

Twenty-three varsity and 29 non- varsity candidates greeted

Coach O'Brien and his assistants, Robert Eudiekis and Tom Woodall.

Eleven were lettermen.-^

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In the season opener against Southeast Missouri State, the Pan-

thers were defeated, 52-47. Charles Turner, a senior, won the 60-yard

high hurdles in 7.9 seconds and captured the 60-yard intermediate hur-

dles in :07.5 as Eastern's only double winner. Sophomore John Craft

won the long jump with a leap of 22 feet 8 1/2 inches, and finished

third in the 220 in :23.9.

Eastern's other victories came in the high jump where Gary Hale

cleared 6-2, and in the 440 where Bob Weise ran :52.6.

Against Central Michigan, the visitors defeated Eastern 77-36

as Eastern won just three events. Craft won the long jump at 23-3, and

Hale won the high jump at 6-0. The Panther's other win came in the

220 where junior Bill Dortch ran :23.4.

The Panthers picked up their first indoor win ever by beating

arch-rival Illinois State, 58-54, when Dortch, Allen Williams, Roger

Rezabek and Weise teamed to win the mile relay, the final event, in

3:29.8. Turner gave Eastern 10 points with victories in the high hur-

dles (:07.8) and intermediate hurdles (:07.5), and Craft remained un-

defeated in the long jump with a winning effort of 23-6 3/4.

John Schneider beat the Illinois State runners in the mile, win-

ning in 4:25.6, and Chuck Flamini captured the 60-yard dash in :06.3.

Dortch won the 220 in :23.2; and Art Mitchell won the high jump with

fewer misses than Hale, both clearing 6-1.

In the seven-team Illinois State Invitational at Normal, Eastern

finished fifth with 28 points, three points out of second. Eastern

Michigan University won the meet with 63 points, with Western Illinois

second with 31

.

Craft continued his success in the long jump by setting a Norton
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Fieldhouse record 22-8 1/2. The Momence High School graduate also cap-

tured the triple jump with a leap of 46- 1/2, which was also a field-

house record.

The Panthers lost to Bradley, 57-55, in the final dual meet of

the season despite seven first places. Craft led the team with wins

in the long jump (23-5) and the triple jump (46-8 1/2). Schneider won

the mile in 4:25.2, Weise took the 440 in :51.6, and Dortch captured

th.e 220 in :23.4. Turner won the intermediate hurdles in :07.4, and

Jim Cox gained his first indoor victory with a 47-2 3/4 effort in the

shot.

Craft, Weise, Flamini and Cox led the Panthers to a second-place

finish in the National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics (NAIA)

District 20 Championships at Western Illinois in Macomb. Western Illi-

nois won the meet with 81 points, and Eastern had 48.

Craft won the long jump at 23-6, Cox won the shot at 48-3 1/2,

Flamini captured the 60 in :06.4, and the 440 went to Weise in :53.0.

Craft's effort was a Western Hall record. None of the Panthers placed

in the NAIA National Indoor Championships in Kansas City.

The indoor season ended with Craft the top individual scorer

with 41 points, Turner getting 32 and Dortch 28 1/4.

1967—Outdoor Season

Eastern opened the 1967 outdoor season by defeating Bradley,

78-67, at Charleston. Craft won the long jump and triple jump. He

jumped 24-1 in the long jump and went 46-2 1/2 in the triple jump.

Teammate Roger Quinlan also won two events, taking the mile in 4:28.1

and the two-mile in 9:40.4.

Weight-man Cox placed in three events. He won the shot with
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a toss of 48-2, took second in the discus at 123-10 1/2, and finished

third in the javelin at 149-4 1/2. Other Panther winners were Flamini

in the 100 with a :09.6, Dortch in the 220 in :21.3, and Turner taking

the 120 high hurdles in :15.6. Turning in two good performances but

not winning was Schneider with seconds in the two-mile in 9:48.4 and

in the mile in 4:33.7.

In the 5th Annual Eastern Illinois Relays, the Panthers captured

four first places. No team scores were kept.

Craft jumped 23-10 3/4 to win the long jump, and although he

established a school record 47-10 1/2 in the triple jump, he finished

second, Sam Pierson of Western Kentucky defeated Craft by going 50-7

to break tKe old Eastern Relays record of 45- 1/4 set in 1965 by East-

ern's Art Steele. In the long jump Craft defeated Henry Jackson of

Western Kentucky who went 23-6 1/4. Jackson won the high jump at

6-6 1/2 and was voted the Outstanding Performer of the meet.

Flamini won the 100 in :09.7, while Quinlan won the mile in

4:22.7. Tom Schlickman, Tom Murphy, Dortch and Flamini teamed to win

tke 440 relay in :42.5. Schneider again turned in a good performance

Vdtft his 4:24.5 mile but finished third.

Eastern traveled to Champaign for the University of Illinois

Invitational the week following the Eastern Relays. The Panthers fin-

ished in a tie for fourth with 34 points. The University of Illinois

won the meet with 76 1/2 points, Northern Illinois was second with 39,

Loyola tfiird with 38, and the Chicago Track Club equaled Eastern's to-

tal of 34.

The Panthers' first places came from Craft in the long jump

where he went 23-8 1/2, and the 440 relay team of Schlickman, Murphy,
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Dortch and Flamini in :42.7, with Loyola second in :43.0.

Craft just missed being a double winner when John Pickerel! of

tPie Chicago Track Club won the triple jump at 47-4 1/4. Craft jumped

47- 1/2.

Quinlan finished second in the mile in a good 4:16.2, while

Dortch was second in the 220 in :22.1. Schneider finished fourth in the

mile in 4:19.9 and returned to take fifth in the three-mile in 14:45.9.

Oth.er Panther placers were: Murphy, fifth in the 220 in :22.5; Art Mit-

chell, fifth in the high jump at 5-10; Cox, fifth in the shot at 46-4 3/4;

and Flamini, fifth in the 100 in :09.8.

After two big meets in two weeks, the Panthers met the Redbirds

of Illinois State in a dual meet at Charleston. Eastern used double vic-

tories fay Craft, Quinlan and Dortch to defeat the visitors from Normal,

80-61

.

Craft won the long jump at 23-5 1/2 and the triple jump at

45-9 1/4, while Quinlan set an Eastern record in winning the two-mile

in 9:23.3. The old record was 9:27.1 set in 1966 by John Schneider.

Schneider finished second to Quinlan against Illinois State in 9:38.8.

Roth runners recorded 4:20.5 efforts in the mile, with Quinlan getting

the first place.

Dortch turned in a fine performance as he ran on two winning

relay teams besides winning the 440 in :50.2 and the 220 in :22.1.

Dortch teamed with Schlickman, Murphy and Flamini to take the 440 relay

1n :43.0, and later teamed with Rezabek, Jim Morris and Weise to win the

mile relay in 3:29.2.

Flamini also won the 100 in :10.0 and took second in the 220 in

:22.2, while Weise ran 1:58.9 to win the half. Freshman Philip "Dike"
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Stirrett turned in an outstanding performance in the junior varsity mile

winning in 4:20.2, faster than the varsity winning time, while freshman

Bob Glover tossed the javelin 203-6 in the junior varsity meet, compared

to the 166-9 winning effort in the varsity meet.

Indiana State provided the Panthers with strong competition in

a dual meet at Charleston. Eastern managed to ride the double victories

of Schneider and Flamini to a 77-67 victory.

Schneider defeated teammate Quinlan and won the mile and two-

mile. Schneider broke the varsity record of 9:23.3 that Quinlan set

against Illinois State with a time of 9:13.2, while Quinlan finished

second in 9:17. In the mile Schneider won in 4:15 and Quinlan was

second in 4:18.2.

Flamini ran to victory in the 100 in :10.1 and took the 220 in

:22.4, while Jim Anderson provided a pleasant surprise for the Panthers

by taking the pole vault at 12-0. The pole vault was a weak event for

the Panthers during the season.

Craft again won the triple jump, going 42-3 1/4, but was upset

by teammate Schlickman in the long jump. Schlickman jumped 22-2 while

Craft went 21-11. Schlickman also finished second in the triple jump

at 41-4.

The foursome of Schlickman, Murphy, Dortch and Flamini won the

440 relay in :42.5.

The Panthers traveled to Macomb for the Illinois Intercollegiate

Meet in their next outing. Using a strong team effort, the Panthers ran

away with the title, scoring 75 points to 57 for second-lace Western

niinois.

Craft again led the way with victories in the long jump (23-9)
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and triple jump [45-5 1/2). Schlickman finished in the long jump at

22-6 1/2.

The distance running twosome of Schneider and Quinlan continued

to run well. Quinlan won the mile in a meet record of 4:11.9, while

Schneider took fourth in 4:16.9. The two crossed the finish line to-

geth_er in tfie two-mile, winning in 9:16.8, with Schneider being awarded

the first place.

The 440 relay team of Schlickman, Murphy, Dortch and Flamini won

in a meet record :42.1. Flamini also won the 100 in :09.9 and took

tfiird in the 220 in :22.5, Dortch won the 220 in :22.0 and was second

in th^e 100 in :10.0, while Murphy finished second in the 220 in :22.5.

Cox again showed his versatility. He finished second in the

javelin at 169-10 1/2, third in the shot at 47-4, and fourth in the dis-

cus at 136-5 1/2. •

Tfie Elmhurst Invitational provided the next test for Eastern.

The Pantfiers won the meet with 40 points. Loyola of Chicago was second

witfi 36, Loras th.ird with 29, and St. Ambrose fourth with 22 1/2. There

were 13 teams that scored.

The Panthers won the meet on depth as they earned just two first

places. DortcPi won the 100 in :10.2, and Schneider captured the two-mile

in 9:16.4.

Recording second places for EIU were Quinlan in the mile (4:12.0),

Flamini in the 100 (:10.2), Craft in the long jump (23-3), and the 440

relay team of Schlickman, Murphy, Dortch and Flamini (:42.3).

Quinlan also took third in the two-mile in 9:19.2, as did Dortch

in the 220 in :22.4 and Schlickman in the long jump at 22-9. Mitchell

cleared 5-10 in the high jump for fourth, while Schneider ran 4:13.3 in
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tte mile for fourth. Cox tossed tKe shot 46-8 3/4 for fourth.

Eastern traveled to Macomb for the 59th Interstate Intercolle-

giate Athletic Conference Championships and competed with a strong Cen-

tral Michigan team. Central Michigan won with 84 points, EIU was second

with. 69 1/2, Western Illinois was third with 56 1/2, and Illinois State

was fourth with 41

.

Schneider won the two-mile in 9:11.6 to break the conference re-

cord of 9:12,4 set tn 1966 by John Peterson of Northern Illinois.

Schneider also won the mile in 4:13.2. Quinlan again gave Eastern

strength, in the distance events, finishing second in the mile in 4:13.9

and second in the two-mile in 9:12.7.

Craft jumped 46-5 to win the triple jump and break the old con-

ference record of 45-5 1/4 set in 1965 by Eastern's Art Steele. Craft

also won th.e long jump at 23-6, and teammate Schlickman was tKird at

22-3.

The 440 relay team of Schlickman, Murphy, Dortch and Flamini

finished second in :42.1, while Cox finished second in the shot at 47-4

and was fifth in the discus at 130-6.

Russ Benjamin was fourth for Eastern in the shot with a toss of

46-2, and Mitchell tied for fourth in the high jump at 5-10.

In the Drake Relays, America's Athletic Classic, the 440 relay

team of Schlickman, Murphy, Dortch and Flamini finished fourth in :42.0,

while Schneider, Quinlan, Morris and Weise teamed to place sixth in the

distance medley relay. Craft injured his foot and failed to place in

the long jump or triple jump.^

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In the NAIA Championships at Sioux Falls, South Dakota, Craft

became only the second national champion in Eastern track history. He

jumped 49-2 to win the triple jump and set school and meet records.

He also finished fifth in the long jump with a leap of 23-5 1/2. East-

ern's first NAIA champion was Ray White who long jumped 23-11 3/4 in

1955 to win the title in Abilene, Texas.

1968— Indoor Season

The Panthers opened their second indoor season at the 3rd NAIA

Indoor Championships at Kansas City, Missouri. Lindsey Hickman finished

fourth in the 600 in 1:13.8. The sophomore sprinter from Springfield

set an NAIA Indoor Meet record in winning his preliminary heat in 1:12.5.

Stirrett finished fifth in the mile in 4:16.6, and Craft finished eighth,

in the long jump at 22-8 3/4. In the open long jump. Bob Beamon set a

world indoor record of 27-2.

In the first dual meet of the season, Eastern defeated Southeast

Missouri State 64-54 at Charleston. Stirrett won the mile in 4:18.7

and won the half in 1:56.5, both Lantz Fieldhouse records.

The Panthers took the first three places in the 880, two-mile

and long jump. Craft won the triple jump with a leap of 49 feet to

break the fieldhouse record of 46-8 1/2 he set in 1967, and Schlickman

won the long jump with a 22-8 1/2 leap. Mayse won the two-mile in

9:32.5 and Flamini won the "75 1/3" yard dash in :07.7. The distance

was 5 1/3 feet too long. Mayse 's effort was a fieldhouse record.

Coach O'Brien's trackmen hosted Central Michigan in the next

meet and the Panthers, led by Stirrett and Craft, won 70-52.' Stirrett

STrack & Field News, II ?^arch 1958, p. 3.
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won the mile in 4:18.9 and took the half in 1:56.5, breaking his own

fieldhouse record set earlier against Southeast Missouri State. Craft

jumped 49-10 to win the triple jump and broke his own fieldhouse and

varsity records, and won the long jump at 22-10 1/2. Art Mitchell won

the high jump at 6-0, while Virgil Hooe won the two-mile in a field-

house record of 9:30.5. Flamini won the 70 in a fieldhouse record of

:07.2.

The mile relay team of Dortch, David Parkinson, Al Williams

and Garold Hettmansberger set a fieldhouse record of 3:24.6.

O'Brien's men ran their record to 4-0 by taking a triangular

meet against Washington University and DePauw. EIU totaled 94 points,

with Washington getting 33, and DePauw 24.

Craft and Stirrett again won their specialities. Craft won the

triple jump at 48-6 and the long jump at 22-4 1/4, while Stirrett won

the mile in 4:24.5 and the half in 1:58.0.

Mitchell cleared 6-1 in the high jump to win, while Jim Ping

captured the shot at 47-9 3/4 and Flamini won the 70 in :07.3.

Greg Crockett broke the old fieldhouse record of :32.2 in the

300 with a winning effort of :32.1, while Hettmansberger won the 440 in

:50.8.

EIU's final first places came in the two-mile where Hooe ran

9:34.4 and in the mile relay where Dortch, Parkinson, Williams and Hett-

mansberger teamed to win in 3:26.2.

Mitchell placed fourth in the 70 intermediate hurdles, but he

tied the EIU varsity mark with his :09.1.

The Bradley Braves visited Lantz Fieldhouse in the next meet

and Eastern captured 11 of the 14 events to win 79-43.
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Hickman, Craft and the mile relay team all broke fieldhouse re-

cords. Hickman won the 440 in :48.8, while Craft jumped 50-11 1/2 to

win the triple jump by nearly 10 feet. The mile relay team of Stirrett,

Hettmansberger, Parkinson and Hickman ran 3:23.1.

Craft also won the long jump with a jump of 22-7 3/4, while

Stirrett captured the mile in 4:21.9, Ping won the shot at 48-3, Fla-

mini ran :07.2 to take the 70, Mitchell cleared 6-0 to win the high

jump, and Crockett ran the 220 in :23.1 for victory.

Othern than Hickman, two Panthers picked up their first ever

victories for Eastern. John Troughton won the half in 1:59, and Marty

Mclntire took the two-mile in 9:36.3.

The Panthers went on the road for the first time as a complete

team in 1968 when they traveled to Normal for the seven-team Illinois

State Invitational. The Panthers scored 78 points to outdistance

second-place Illinois State which had 45.

Eastern won nine first places and were led by Stirrett and

Craft who won two events each. Stirrett won the mile in 4:19.2 and won

the 880 in a Horton Fieldhouse record 1:55.5. The half-mile time was

also an EIU indoor record.

Craft won the long jump by just 1 3/4 inch with a 23-0 leap but

jumped 49-5 3/4 to win the triple jump and set a fieldhouse record.

Hickman broke the fieldhouse record in winning the 440 in :49.8, as did

Crockett in winning the 220 in :23.0.

Flamini won the 60 in :06.4 and Ping took the shot at 50-5,

while Hooe won the two-mile in 9:32.4. The mile relay team of Stirrett

,

Hettmansberger^ Parkinson and Hickman bettered the fieldhouse record in

winning in 3:23.4 but was disqualified for passing the baton out of the
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zone and did not get credit for the record.

In the NAIA District 20 Championships at Macomb, Eastern won

with IQO points, while Augustana finished second with 54.

Stirrett again won the mile and half-mile with times of 4:21

and 2:00.3, respectively. His mile effort was a meet record.

Hickman also won two events, taking the 600 in 1:16.4 and the

440 in a fieldhouse and meet record :51.0. Craft won the long jump at

22-10 1/2 (no triple jump was held), while Ping took the shot at 49-10 1/2

and Flamini won the 60 in :06.5.

In the pole vault, John Harrison cleared 13-0 for a victory,

while Stirrett, Mayse, Hettmansberger and Parkinson teamed to run 3:31.5

for victory in the mile relay.

The Panthers were the hosts for the 1st I I AC Indoor Champion-

ships and scored 74 points to win the meet. Central Michigan scored 59

points for second, while Illinois State had 54, and Western Illinois 30.

Although Eastern had five winners, both Stirrett and Craft lost

in one of their specialities. Stirrett won the mile in 4:17.7 and

placed fourth in the 880. Craft jumped 49-11 1/4 to win the triple jump,

beating Arnold Giles of Illinois State by more than 7-feet. But Giles,

who lost to Craft by just 1 3/4 inches in the Illinois State Invitation-

al, won the long jump with a leap of 22-11 3/4. Craft was second at

22-8.

Flamini won the 70 in :07.1 to break his own varsity record of

:07.2, while Hickman won the 300 in :31.6 to break the varsity record

of :32.1 set earlier in the season by Greg Crockett. Both Flamini and

Hickman also broke Lantz Fieldhouse records.

Hickman ran an outstanding 440 but was nipped at the finish by

Jim Nesbitt of Central Michigan. Hickman ran :48.7 (a varsity record),

while Nesbitt ran :48.6, a fieldhouse mark.

The final EIU victory came in the mile relay, where Hickman held

off Nesbitt to give the PantKers a 3:21.5 to 3:22.0 victory.

The indoor season ended with Craft the leading scorer with 66

points, followed by Stirrett 63 1/2, Crockett 45 3/4, and Flamini 45,

1968—Outdoor Season

Led by double winner Hickman, Eastern started off the 1958 out-

door season with an 84 1/2-59 1/2 victory over Bradley at Peoria. Hick-

man won the 440 in :49.4 and captured the 220 in :22.6. Craft won the

triple jump with a leap of 48-5, while Stirrett won the mile in 4:30.4

and Mclntire won the three-mile in 15:04.3.

Other Panther winners were: Ping in the shot, 48-6; Mitchell

in the fiigh jump, 6-0; Cox in the javelin, 156-8; Flamini in the 100 at

:09.8; and tKe mile and 440 relay teams.

The Panthers hosted the 6th EIU Relays following the Bradley

victory. No team scores were kept in the Relays. The Panthers won

five races, including three of the freshmen events.

Crockett won the 100 in a windy :09.6, while the 880 relay team

of Schlickman, Hettmansberger, Crockett and Hickman won in 1:30.2. East-

ern won all tKree of the freshmen relays. Lloyd Laukkanen, Perry Hill,

Steve Snyder and Dick Forshier teamed to win the 880 relay in 1:34.5.

Laukkanen, Mike Pamatot, Birch Jones and Steve Benich combined to cap-

ture the mile relay in 3:33.2. In the frosh distance medley relay Jones,

Benich, Walter Crawford and Bob Reiter teamed up to win in 11:11.9.

Reiter finished second in the 3000-meter steeplechase in 10:02.7,

while Craft placed second in the long jump at 22-9. Flamini ran :09.7
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for third in the TOO and Stirrett finished third in the mile in 4:22.8.

Other EIU individual finishers were: Ken Klipp, fourth in the steeple-

chase (10:10.4); Cox, third in the javelin (162-9); Harrison, fifth in

the pole vault (13-0); and Schlickman, fifth in the long jump (21-9 1/2).

The distance medley relay team of Hickman, Troughton, Hooe and

Stirrett placed second in 10:42.6, while the 360 high hurdle shuttle re-

lay team of Jim Mills, Dean Clausen and Mitchell was fourth in :49.5.

Crockett was voted Most Valuable performer with his record-

niatch.ing :09.5 100 and his leg on the winning 880 relay team.

Eastern traveled to Normal for a dual meet with Illinois State

th,e week following the EIU Relays. The intense rivalry between the two

sch.ools was brought out in the closeness of the meet and in O'Brien's

pre-meet instructions to his team. He wrote the following on his infor-

mation sheet prior to the meet. "You have been a team with pride and

now you have a few injuries. This is the time to show that you are

champions and win regardless of your adversities."

The Panthers went to the meet without Craft who was recovering

from injuries. EIU won eight events and Illinois State captured nine

while th.e Redbirds defeated Eastern, 74-71.

Stirrett won the mile in 4:24 and the 880 in 2:01, while the

Panthers took all three places in the three-mile, with Hooe winning in

15:54.1.

Crockett won the 220 in :22.7, while Flamini took the 100 in

:10.0. Hettmansberger and Parkinson took first and second in the 440

in :50.0 and :51.4, respectively, and the 440 relay team of Schlickman,

Harvey, Crockett and Flamini won in :43.0. Stirrett, Crockett, Hett-

mansberger and Parkinson teamed to win the mile relay in 3:28.1.
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Tlie Panthers traveled to Greencastle, Indiana, for the 4th DePauw

Invitational in their next outing. Crockett and Ping were the lone EIU

winners. Crockett won the 220 in :23.3, while Ping won the shot with a

toss of 51-1. He defeated Joe Scarpino of Illinois, his chief rival.

Th.e highest any other Panther could get was third. Stirrett

placed third in the mile in 4:26, Flamini was third in the 100, Schlick-

man leaped 22-8 3/4 for third in the long jump. Hooe was third in the

two-mile, as was Hettmansberger in the 440 with his :51.1, and Williams

in the 100.

Parkinson ran :51.4 for fourth in the 440, Crockett took fifth

in the 100, Ping was fifth in the discus at 129-1 3/4, and Mclntire

finished fifth in the two-mile.

The 440 relay team of Flamini, Crockett, Williams and Harvey

ran :43.9 for fourth place.

O'Brien took his team to Terre Haute for a dual with Indiana

State and came home on the short end of a 106-39 score. The Panthers

won five events but the Indiana depth was too strong.

Stirrett again led the Panthers with victories in the mile

[4:24.2) and 880 (1:59), while Schlickman won the long jump with a jump

of 22-11. Ping won the shot at 48- 1/2, and Flamini 's :10.0 100 was

good for a first.

Th.e Panthers finished third behind winner Illinois State and

Bradley in the Illinois Intercollegiate Meet at Normal. Illinois State

had 54 1/2 points, Bradley 63, and Eastern 54 1/2.

Eastern's only individual first place came from Flamini in the

"100. The senior speedster ran :09.5 for the victory. He also ran :22.5

to take third in the 220 and ran a leg on the winning 440 relay team.
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Others on the relay team were Crockett, Schlickman and Williams. The

foursome ran :42.8.

Schlickman placed second in the long jump with a jump of 21-5 3/4.

while Bob McFarland tossed the javelin 177-1 for second. Ping was second

in th.e shot with his 49-2 1/2 as Scarpino of Illinois State won with

50-9 1/4.

Schlickman also placed second in the triple jump at 43-5 3/4 as

Craft could not jump because of a leg injury. Craft did jump 21-4 in

the long jump for fourth.

Stirrett ran 4:26.2 for third in the mile, while Mayse placed

fourth, in the three-mile in 15:22.9 and Mclntire fifth in 15:25.8.

Hettmansberger and Parkinson finished third and fifth, respectively,

in the 440 in :51 .2 and :51.7.

Cox took fourth in the javelin at 159-8 and was fourth in the

shot at 47-7 3/4 and fifth in the discus at 129-4 1/2, while Mitchell

jumped 6-0 for third in the high jump.

The mile relay team of Williams, Crockett, Hettmansberger and

Parkinson finished second in 3:25.7.

Eastern hosted Western Illinois in a dual meet and won 91-53,

winning 11 events, taking 11 seconds, and six thirds.

Schlickman was a double winner for the Panthers as he won the

long jump at 23-6 and the triple jump at 43-9 1/2. He also placed

third in the 100 in :10.1

.

Williams also had two victories as he won the 100 in :09.9 and

the 220 in :21.3, both wind aided. Eastern's final double winner was

Ping, who won the shot with a toss of 51-8 1/4 and the discus with a

fling of 135-0. Cox again proved to be a versatile athlete for the
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Panthers as he finished second in the shot (48-9), second in the jave-

lin C149-3) and third in the discus (132-4).

Hettmansberger won the 440 in :50.3, Harrison won the pole vault

at 12-6, McFarland won the javelin at 151-11, and Mitchell cleared 6-0

to win the high jump for EIU's remaining individual first places. The

Panthers also won the 440 relay in :44.Q.

Eastern flew to Mount Pleasant, Michigan, and were defeated

93-42 by Central Michigan. Flying was not only a means of rapid trans-

portation for the team but O'Brien saw it as a means to fortify the team

with added vigor. "Since we are a little short of personnel on this

trip, we will have a tough time winning. However after your fine per-

formance against Western, I will expect that all will compete at your

best level. Since we are flying for the first time, we will have to

show the 'powers that be' that this is the way to travel and that we

can represent ourselves well on these long trips."

If winning is any indication of flying experience, Mitchell was

the Panther with the most experience. He was the only Eastern winner--

and he won twice, winning the high jump at 6-0 and the triple jump at

41-5 3/4.

In the final meet of the 1968 season, the Panthers returned to

Mount Pleasant, Michigan, for the 60th IIAC Championships. Central

Michigan, the host school, totaled 120 points to easily win the league

title. Eastern was second with 64 1/2 and Illinois State third with

46 1/2.

Eastern again won just two first places. Craft, returning to

compete after a leg injury, won the triple jump at 45-7 3/4 but rein-

jured his leg and subsequently could not compete in the national meets.
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The 440 relay team of Schlickman, Williams, Crockett and Flamini

won in :42.9.

Finishing second for Eastern were Ping in the shot (51-7 1/2),

Parkinson in the 440 (:49.4), and Hooe in the three-mile (15:04.8).

Gaining third place finishes for the Panthers were: Mclntire in the

three-mile (15:13.5), Schlickman in the long jump (21-9 1/4), Williams

in the 100 (:10.0), Hettmansberger in the 440 (:49.4), Mitchell in the

high jump (.5-10), and the mile relay team (3:24.1).

Cox tossed the shot 48-0, Stirrett ran 4:21.9, Harrison valuted

13-0, McFarland threw the javelin 164-2, Williams ran :22.0, Fehrenbach-

er ran 15:21, and Ping threw the discus 136-4 to capture fourth places.

In the fifth place for the Panthers were: Cox, discus (134-1)

and javelin (160-2); Mayse, 880 (1:58.6); Clausen, high hurdles (:15.6);

and Mitchell, triple jump (42-7 3/4).

The outdoor season ended with Schlickman the leading scorer

with 52 3/4 points, Stirrett had 48, and Flamini 36 3/4.

1969— Indoor Season

The 1969 indoor season opend with the First Illinois Intercol-

legiate Championships on the University of Illinois' 260-yard track.

Eastern finished fourth with 34 1/4 points. Illinois totaled 154 points

to win, with Southern Illinois-Carbondale finishing second with 159

points and Northern Illinois third with 40.

EIU's only champion was Craft who jumped 49-1 to win the triple

jump. The senior's performance broke the University of Illinois Arm-

ory record of 46-11 1/4 set in 1968 by Clarence Burch of Illinois.

Craft was edged in the long jump, finishing second at 23- 3/4 ^ three

inches behind the winner.
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Crockett placed third in tKe 60 (no time was recorded) and ran

:32.3 for fourtfi in tKe 300, while Lionel Forde finished fifth in the 60.

Stirrett ran 4:15.1 to finish fifth in the mile. He ran the

first half in 2:07 and the second half in 2:08.1. Mayse finished sixth

in the 880 in 1:55.6, while Pinther cleared 5-10 in the high jump to

place sixth.

Eastern's mile relay team of Mayse, Crockett, Benich and Craw-

ford ran 3:30.5 for sixth. Splits were :54.5, :52.5, :51.5 and :52.0,

respectively.

The Panthers hosted Southeast Missouri State following the Illi-

nois Intercollegiates and according to O'Brien the team "folded under

pressure" and Southeast Missouri won, 76-46. Following the defeat

O'Brien wrote on the race-splits information sheet which he posted on

the bulletin board: "I can forgive a loss when you go out and do your

best, but I cannot forgive a lackadaisical performance where personal

pride failed to come through. Plenty of alibies and excuses but little

contribution."

The Panthers won only four events. Craft won the triple jump

af45-10, but again was defeated in the long jump. Teammate Forshier

won with a jump of 21-9 3/4 and Craft went 21-7 1/2.

Mayse ran 1:56.7 to win the 880, and Ping won the shot with a

toss of 49-4 1/2.

Southeast Missouri State swept the 70 high hurdles, 70 dash,

70 intermediate hurdles, and finished first and second in the 300. In

these four events Eastern was outscored 35-1.

The Panthers defeated DePauw and Washington University for their

first victories of the year. Ell) scored 94 points, DePauw had 34, and
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Washington University 23.

Craft and Hettmansherger were double winners, wKile Ping, Klipp

and Schlenz broke varsity records. Craft went 48-9 and 22-2 1/2 to win

ttie triple jump and long jump, while Hettmansberger won the 440 in

:50.0 and the 300 in :31.8.

Ping tossed the shot 50-9 1/2, Klipp ran 9:24.1 in the two-mile

and Schlenz ran :09.1 in the 70 high hurdles to earn victories. Weller

tied the varsity record of :08.8 in the 70 intermediate hurdles but fin-

ished third as all four placers ran :08.8.

Other EIU winners were Stirrett in the mile (4:19.4), Crockett

in the 70 007.4), Pinther in the high jump C6-0), and the mile relay

team of Benich, Hickman, Schlenz and Weller [3:31.8).

Eastern used excellent strength in the distance events and

Craft's two victories to defeat Bradley 83-39 at Lantz Fieldhouse.

Craft again won the triple jump with a leap of 47- 3/4, nearly four feet

farther than second place, and won the long jump at 23- 1/2.

In the mile Stirrett won in 4:22, with Hallaron second and Hooe

th^trd, while Mayse won the half in 1:57.1, with Crawford second and Stir-

rett third.

Fehrenbacher ran 9:34.6 to win the two-mile, just beating team-

mate Mclntire, who also ran 9:34.6, while Klipp was third. Ping threw

the shot 50-5 1/2, Hickman ran :50.6 in the 440, and Crockett ran :32.5

in the 300 for other EIU victories.

The mile relay team of Benich, Hettmansberger, Crawford and

Mayse w^n in 3:25.9, and Mike Davis, a freshman, vwn the pole vault at

13-6.

In the Third Illinois State Invitational at Normal, Eastern to-
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taled 50 points to win a tightly contested meet. Illinois State was se-

cond with. 41, Indiana State had 40, Northern Illinois 39, and Bradley 35.

Th.e Panthers won six events with Craft again leading the way with

two victories. He won the triple jump at 49-2 1/4 and the long jump at

22-8 3/4. He continued to dominate the triple jump event as second place

was 44-9 1/2.

Stirrett won the mile in 4:19.8, while Hettmansberger won the

440 in :51.2 and Crockett won tde 220 in :23.5. Stirrett, Benich, Mayse

and Hettmansberger teamed to win the mile relay in 3:26.7 as Hettmans-

berger ran a :49.7 anchor leg.

Crockett and Mayse finished with third places as Crockett ran

:06.6 in the 60 and Mayse ran 1:57.2 in the 880. Klipp's 9:39.1 time

was good for fourth in the two-mile and Mclntire ran 9:40.5 for fifth.

Other fifth placers were Forshier in the long jump (21-3 1/2),

Hickman in the 440 (:52.2), Weller in the 70 high hurdles (:09.1),

Forde in the 220 (:24.0), and Crawford in the 880 (1:58.5).

The Second Interstate Intercollegiate Athletic Conference Indoor

Track Meet was hosted fay Eastern. A strong Central Michigan team won

with. 93 points, with EIU second with 66 1/2, Illinois State third with

45 1/2, and Western Illinois fourth with 15.

Craft remained undefeated in the triple jump as he jumped

50-1 1/4. His effort broke his own 1 1 AC record of 49-11 1/4. He also

won the long jump in an IIAC meet record 23-2 1/2. The old record was

22-11 3/4 set by Arnold Giles of Illinois State.

EIU won the 300 when Hettmansberger ran :31.8, and won the two-

mile as Mclntire ran 9:25.7.

Stirrett finished second in the mile in 4:16.3, Hettmansberger
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ran :50.1 for second in the 440, Ping was second in the sliot at 49-11 1/4,

and IClipp ran 9:27.3 for second in the two-mile.

Eastern received third place performances from Crockett in the

7Q (:07.4) and 300 (:32.6), Kickman in the 440 (:50.3), Davis in the

pole vault (13-0), Forshier in the long jump (22-4 1/4), and the mile

relay team (3:28.2).

Ron Caldwell, a freshman, finished fourth in the triple jump

at 43-11 3/4 and fourth in the long jump at 22-1 1/4, while Benichwas

fourth in the 440 in :52.2.

Fifth-place finishers for EIU were Forshier in the 70 C:07.5),

Mayse in the 880 0:56.3), and Weller in the 70 intermediate hurdles

C:08.5).

The final indoor meet for Eastern was the NAIA District 20 Meet

at Naperville (North Central). The Panthers won with 76 points, with

North Central second with 48, and Lewis College third with 33.

Five Panthers were champions as Craft won the long jump at

23-1 1/2, Ping tossed the shot 51-2 1/2, Hettmansberger ran the 440 in

:52.2, Weller won the 60 high hurdles in :07.8, and Mayse ran the 880

in 1:59.2.

Only the v/inning performances were recorded but five Panthers

also finished second: Pinther in the high jump, Forshier in the long

jump, Stirrett in the mile, Crockett in the 60, and Klipp in the two-

mile. Finishing third for EIU were Cox in the shot, Forshier in the 60,

Benich in the 440 and Crockett in the 60 low hurdles.

Davis in the pole vault, Craft in the 60, Calanca in the 60

high hurdles and Fehrenbacher in the two-mile all took fourth, while

Harder (shot), Spencer (high jump), Hill (long jump), Mclntire (two-
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mile), Guess (880), and Weller (50 low hurdles) all placed fifth.

The 1969 indoor season ended with Craft scoring 78 points to

lead the team. Crockett was second with 46 1/4, and Hettmansberger had

41 1/2. Stirrett, Mayse, Crockett and Craft were the only Panthers to

score in every meet.

1969--0utdoor Season

The 1969 outdoor season was somewhat different for O'Brien and

his team. All EIU's meets were on the road as work was being completed

on the eight-lane Tartan all-weather track. The Tartan surfaced track

replaced the old cinder track, which O'Brien said was one of the fastest

cinder tracks in the country.^ O'Brien was also named to the U.S. Olym-

pic Committee in 1969.

Eastern traveled to Peoria to meet Bradley in the outdoor opener.

Craft and Stirrett led the Panthers to an 80-65 victory as EIU won 11

of the 17 events.

Craft, who was undefeated indoors in the triple jump, won his

speciality with a jump of 48-10. He also won the long jump at 23-6.

Stirrett won the mile in 4:21.6 and the 880 in 1:58.5.

Mclntire ran 14:46 to win the three-mile, Hettmansberger won

the 440 in :50.1, and Crockett ran :22.1 to win the 220. In other field

events the Panther winners were Ping in the shot (49-6), Pinther in the

high jump (6-0), and McFarland in the javelin (161-4).

The 440 relay team of Harvey, Craft, Forshier and Crockett won

in :42.9.

Eastern traveled to Normal to meet archrival Illinois State and

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minois State won 95-49.

Only Craft, Ping, Mclntire and the 440 relay team were able to

win. Craft broke his own varsity record in the triple jump with a jump

of 51-11 1/2. His old record was 49-2 1/2. He also won the long jump

at 24- 1/2, just 10 inches short of Art Steele's 1964 varsity record.

Mclntire won the three-mile in 14:52.4, while Ping won the dis-

cus witk a throw of 141-8. Forshier, Craft, Hettmansberger and Crockett

won the 440 relay in :42.7.

Turning in a good performance but getting second was Stirrett

in the mile. The junior ran 4:15.5 but Alan Taylor of Illinois State

ran 4:15.3 to win.

In the next meet, the University of Illinois Invitational,

O'Brien's team was going against two Big Ten Conference schools (Illinois

and Northwestern), and Illinois State. O'Brien wrote the following on

his pre-meet instruction sheet to his team: "Don't go to this meet and

look like a 'hick' school. Make these Big Ten teams respect you." The

Panthers defeated Illinois State and Northwestern but lost to Illinois.

The final score was University of Illinois 112, EIU 83, Illinois State

38 and Northwestern 37.

Eastern had just two champions. Craft won the triple jump at

47-1 1/2 and Mayse ran 9:31.5 to win the 3000 meter steeplechase.

Taking seconds for Eastern were Davis in the pole vault (12-5),

Craft in the long jump (22-7), Mclntire in the three-mile (14:34), Wel-

ler In the 120 high hurdles (:15.4), Stirrett in the mile (4:22.3),

Crockett in the 100 (:10.1), Caldwell in the triple jump (43-3), and

the 440 relay team of Weller, Craft, Forshier and Crockett.

Hooe ran 14:50 in the three-mile, Schlenz ran :15.8 in the high
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hurdles, Hickman ran :49.8 in the quarter, Forshier jumped 21-8 in the

long jump, Dick Wyffels threw the javelin 171-10, and Crockett ran :23.3

in the 220 to finish in third place. Klipp also placed third in the

steeplechase but no time was recorded.

Panther depth was evident as seven fourth places were recorded.

Jim Skinner, a freshman, ran 4:25.3 in the mile, Weller ran :57.5 in the

440 intermediate hurdles, Caldwell jumped 20-10 in the long jump, Stir-

rett ran 1:57.0 in the 880, McFarland threw the javelin 159-4, Perry

Hill jumped 40-1 in the triple jump and Ping threw the discus 144-0.

Taking fifths for O'Brien's squad were Cox in the javelin

(158-0), Forshier in the 100 (no time), and Halloran in the mile (4:43).

The Panthers traveled to Mount Pleasant, Michigan, to meet Cen-

tral Michigan in a dual meet and Central Michigan won 89-57.

Craft again set the pace as he won the triple jump at 48-11 1/2

and the long jump at 22-2. He won the triple jump by nearly five feet.

Eastern placed three men in the three-mile with Klipp winning

in 14:48.5, followed by Mclntire's 14:53.5 and Hooe's 15:13. Stirrett

ran 4:15.2 to win the mile, while Mayse won the half in 1:56.

EIU's final victory came in the discus where Ping won with a

144-8 performance.

In the First Northern Illinois Invitational at DeKalb, Eastern

finished a distant fifth with 34 points. Northern Iowa won with 85

points, NortKern Illinois was second with 52, Bradley third with 41,

and Illinois State fourth with 40.

Eastern won two events as Mclntire ran 31:45 in the six-mile

and Crockett ran :21.9 in the 220. Crockett won a tight race as second

and third were also :21.9, while Mclntire defeated teammate Klipp, who
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ran 32:16.7 for second.

Crockett also finisried fourth in the 100 in :09.8, while in the

three-mile Fehrenbacher ran 15:23.8 for fourth and Hooe ran 15:38.8 for

f i fth

.

In the triple jump, Caldwell finished fourth at 45- 1/2 and Hill

was fifth at 43-10 1/4, and in the javelin Wyffels pieced second at 159-7

and McFarland was fourth at 169-1.

Caldwell jumped 21-9 1/4 to finish fourth in the long jump, and

Davis cleared 14-0 for fourth in the pole vault for EIU's final places.

Illinois State hosted the 61st IIAC Championships and Eastern

finished third with 58 points. Central Michigan won with 103 points,

Illinois State had 70, and Western Illinois 35.

As usual Craft won the triple jump and long jump. He set a

meet record of 51-3 in the triple jump and went 23-10 1/2 in the long

jump. Caldwell placed fourth in the triple jump with a EIU freshman re-

cord 46-5, while Forshier jumped 23-2 for third in the long jump.

EIU's only other victory came in the 100 where Crockett ran

:09.9. He also was third in the 220 in :22.2 Weller ran a varsity re-

cord :56.4 in the 440 intermediate hurdles but finished fifth, while

Stirrett ran a good 4:12.3 in the mile to place second behind the

4:10.8 meet record effort of Western Illinois' Troy Roberts.

Davis cleared 14-0 to tie for second in the pole vault, with

Harvey tieing for fifth at 12-6. Hickman and Benich went third and

fourth in the 440 with times of :50.9 and :51.3, respectively.

Mayse ran 1:55.1 for fifth in the 880 and Panther runners took

third, fourth and fifth in the three-mile. Klipp ran 14:49,3, Hooe

"15:01.8, and Mclntire 15:12.5.
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Ping finished fifth in the discus at 140-0, Cox was fourth in the

shot with a throw of 48-8, and McFarland threw the javelin 178-11 for

third.

Forshier followed his third-place finish in the long jump with

a :10.1 fifth-place effort in the 100. The foursome of Schlenz (:52.5)3

Mayse (:51.3), Benich (rSZ.S), and Hickman (:52.4) ran 3:28.5 to finish

fourth in the mile relay, and the 440 relay team ran :42.6 for second.

Craft was awarded the Lloyd Olds trophy for Outstanding Per-

former in the meet.

O'Brien and five of his athletes attended the 18th NAIA Nation-

al Championships held at Billings, Montana.

Craft rode a trailing wind to a varsity record 52-2 1/2 in the

triple jump and a first place. He became the first two-time national

champion in EIU's history, repeating his 1957 effort. The NAIA record

was 51-9 set in 1964 by Olympian Norm Tate, but because of the aiding

wind Craft's effort did not go down as a meet record.

Craft also entered the long jump but failed to place.

Mayse ran 10:01 to finish fifth in the steeplechase for EIU's

only other place. Stirrett (mile), Klipp (three-mile), Crockett (100

and 220), Mclntire (six-mile), and Davis (pole vault) all failed to

place.

In a Central ,AAU meet at Sterling, Illinois, Stirrett won the

three-mile in a varsity record 14:25.9 to break the old record of

14:41.1 set earlier in 1959 by Mclntire.

Craft went to the NCAA-CD meet in Ashland, Ohio, and set the

still existing (1976) meet and varsity record in winning the triple jump.

He jumped 53-9 which was the best jump in the United States at that
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time.^

The victory at Ashland qualified Craft for the NCAA-UD Nationals

at Knoxville, Tennessee. He finished third with a jump of 51-2 3/4.

He became the first University Division All-American in the history of

Eastern track.

Craft did not stop with his effort at Knoxville as he went to

tPie AAU National Championships in Miami, Florida. He became national

cKampion with a jump of 52-9 1/4. He finished his brilliant collegiate

career at Eastern with a 50-3 leap and a first-place finish in the Los

Angeles Times USA-USSR-British Commonwealth Meet.

The outdoor season ended with seven varsity records being set:

Craft in the triple jump (53-9), Weller in 440 intermediate hurdles

(:55.4), Stirrett in the three-mile (14:25.9) and mile (4:11.2),

Mclntire in tKe six-mile (30:31), Mayse in the 3000 meter steeplechase

(9:17.5), and Ping in the hammer (102-5).

SUMMARY

The 1967 track season brought the indoor season to Eastern.

Track and field was continuing to be strong under Coach O'Brien, and

with the blossoming of future standouts like John Craft, Eastern track

and field was to look forward to its greatest years.

The 1967 season also saw two of the finest distance runners in

the history of Eastern track graduate. John Schneider and Roger Quin-

lan left with their name etched in the EIU record books.

In 1968 many future standouts for Eastern began to come into

their own. Ken Klipp, Marty Mclntire, Philip "Dike" Stirrett and Jim

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Fehrenbacher from the fJational Championship cross-country squad, quarter-

mi ler/sprinter Garold Hettmansberger and sprinter Greg Crockett all per-

formed well during the 1958 season. The 1968 season also was one of the

worst for Craft as he injured his leg and missed much of the season and

all the year-end national meets.

In 1959 Craft and the entire Eastern team performed well. When

the final records were brought up to date, Panther athletes had broken

eight outdoor records. The distance runners performed well as they came

off a National Championship in cross-country, while Weller turned in some

good performances in the hurdles. Though Craft, Hettmansberger and

Virgil Hooe graduated in 1959, there were also some fine freshmen who

became part of the Eastern team that year. Among them were Mike Davis

a pole vaulter, Ron Caldwell a triple jumper, and Jim Skinner a distance

runner.

During the three years from 1967 through 1969, Eastern compiled

a 9-4 indoor record in dual and triangular meets and was 7-4 outdoors,

including a 1-2 outdoor record in 1959 when all the meets had to be

held away from Charleston because of the construction o^ an eight-lane

Tartan track at Eastern.





Ch.apter III

YtARS 1970-1973

Chapter three presents the track history for the years 1970, 1971

1972 and 1973. Following the graduation of John Craft and his exemplary

career at Eastern, there came, in Rodney Jackson, possibly the finest

"all-around track performer" in the history of Eastern.'

1970--Indoor Season

Coach Maynard O'Brien entered the 1970 season with high hopes,

especially because of his outstanding group of distance r'jnners who had

won their second straight NCAA-CD National Cross-Country title in the

fall of 1959. More than 50 hopefuls greeted O'Brien, including Philip

"Dike" Stirrett, Rodney Jackson, Marty Mclntire and Larry Mayse.^

The Panthers opened the season with the NAIA Indoor Champion-

ships in Kansas City, Missouri. O'Brien entered Stirrett in the mile,

Jackson in the high hurdles, Lindsey Hickman in the 500, and Mclntire

in the two-mile. Stirrett ran the mile in 4:16.7 and placed fifth. He

was the only EIU runner to place in the meet.

Jackson finished fourth in his preliminary heat of the 50 highs

in :07.7 but failed to advance, while Hickman finished third in his pre-

liminary heat of the 500 in 1:18.2 to advance into the semifinals. In

the semifinals Hickman ran 1:17.4 and finished fifth but failed to ad-

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vance into the finals. Mclntire failed to finish his two-mile run.

Th.e first meet for the entire 1970 team was a dual against South-

east Missouri State. The Panthers were defeated 65 1/2-56 1/2.

Freshman Jackson set the first of what was to be many Eastern

records as he won the 70 intermediate hurdles in a varsity record :08.3.

He finished a close second in the 70 high hurdles to Clark Willie of

Southeast Missouri, both being timed in rOS.S. with Jackson's effort

breaking the varsity record.

Ken Klipp, a member of both the 1968 and 1969 national cross-

country championship teams, won the two-mile in 9:18.93 breaking the

Lantz Fieldhouse and varsity records. Jim Hackbarth finished third in

9:23.8, which also bettered the old fieldhouse mark.

Hickman won the 440 in :50.2, while Mayse won the 880 in 1:57.7.

Mike Davis, a sophomore, won the pole vault at 13-6 and finished second

in the high jump at 6-0, and Ron Caldwell won the long jump with a leap

Of 22-1 3/4.

Eastern did not perform well in the Second Illinois Intercol-

legiate Championships at th.e University of Illinois Armory. Southern

Illinois-Carbondale won with 159 points, with the University of Illi-

nois second with 159, Northern Illinois third with 51, Western Illinois

fourth with 40 and EIU fifth with 21, just edging Illinois State and

Bradley, which both had 20.

The highest Panther finish was fourth. Jackson finished fourth

in the 60 high hurdles in :07.7 and fourth in the 60 intermediate hur-

dles in :07,4, both times equaling the EIU varsity record. In the

highs Gerald Schlenz placed fifth in :07.8 and Greg Weller was sixth in

:07.8. Weller ran a record-equaling :07.4 in his semi-final heat of

the intermediates but failed to place in the finals.

In the pole vault, Davis placed fourth at 14-0, while Vic Brooks

jumped 21-10 1/2 for fifth in the long jump, and Caldwell placed fifth

in the triple jump at 44-11 1/2. Mayse finished fifth in the 1000 in

2:13.7, breaking the varsity record.

Highlighting the meet was the outstanding performance of Southern

Illinois' Ivory Crockett. Crockett won the 50 in :06.0, the 300 in :30.7;

and the 440 in :48.4, and anchored the mile relay team to a 3:17.2 vic-

tory.

The Panthers met Purdue and Kentucky following the Intercolle-

giates, and Purdue scored 104 points to take an easy win. EIU had 35

and Kentucky 32,

The only first place that Eastern could get was in the 70 low

hurdles where Jackson set a varsity record of :08.0 in winning. He also

tied the varsity record of :08.8 in placing third in the 70 highs. His

low hurdle time equaled the Purdue Fieldhouse record.

Eastern recorded four second places. Hickman ran :50.5 in the

440, Davis vaulted 13-5, Jim Ping threw the shot 47-11, and Caldwell

triple jumped 43-11 1/2.

The Panthers returned to Lantz Fieldhouse to host DePauw and

Illinois Wesleyan. Eastern scored 110 points, DePauw 32, and Illinois

Wesleyan 9.

Eastern took a 1-2-3 sweep of the shot, long jump and two-mile.

The Panthers took first and second in the mile, 440, 70 high hurdles,

880, pole vault and 70 intermediate hurdles, EIU won every event ex-

cept the high jump.

Jackson and Caldwell were double winners for Eastern. Jackson
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tied again the varsity record in the high hurdles, running :08.8, and

won the intermediate hurdles in :08.4. Caldwell won the long jump at

21-6 1/4 and the triple jump at 45- 1/2.

Other winners for Eastern were: Ping in the shot (48-1);

Mclntire in the mile (4:22.5); Hickman in the 440 (:51.4); Jim Andres in

tKe 70 (:07.3); Jim Skinner in the 880 (1:57.9); Davis in the pole vault

(13-6); Steve Benich in the 300 (:33.3); Stirrett in the two-mile (9:23);

and the mile relay team of Don Collins, Skinner, Jackson and Hickman

(3:28).

Eastern hosted Bradley in a dual meet and won 80-42. Jackson

equaled the record in winning the 70 intermediate hurdles in :08.3 and

equaled the record in winning the 70 high hurdles in :08.8. Caldwell

won tke long jump at 21-9 1/2 and the triple jump at 44-7 1/2.

In the shot Ping won with a throw of 47-11, while Skinner won

th,e mile in 4:17.8 and Mayse won the half in 1:58.2. Hickman won the

440 in :50.9, while Davis pole vaulted 11-6 for victory.

At the Illinois State Invitational in Normal, the Panthers were

a distant second to Illinois State. Illinois State scored 70 1/2 points,

Eastern had 39, Northern Illinois had 37 1/2, Bradley 30, Western Illi-

nois 24, and Indiana State 20.

Jackson again captured the intermediate hurdles and also won the

high hurdles. He won the 70 highs in :08.4, and won the 70 intermedi-

ates in a varsity record-tieing :08.8.

Eastern's only other first-lace came in the 440 where Hickman

ran :51.5 for victory. Caldwell placed third in the triple jump at

43-4 1/2, Davis cleared 13-5 to finish third in the pole vault, and

Mclntire ran 9:30.2 to place third in the two-mile.
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The mile relay team of Hickman, Jackson, Mayse and Skinner ran

3:28.3 for fourth, while Stirrett ran 4:20.8 to finish fourth in the

mile. Schlenz ran :09.2 to place fourth in the high hurdles, and Weller

ran a strong third in the intermediates with an :08.5 effort. Three

Panthers finished fifth: Hill in the triple jump (42-6 1/4); Klipp in

the two-mile (9:32.5); and Mayse in the mile (4:21.0).

The Third Interstate Intercollegiate Athletic Conference Meet

at Lantz Fieldhouse ended the 1970 indoor season for Eastern. Central

Michigan scored 91 points to win the meet, with Eastern second with 54

points, Illinois State third with 47, and Western Illinois fourth with

29.

Th.e Panthers scored well in the mile and two-mile and from

Jackson in the hurdles. Skinner set a conference, fieldhouse and var-

sity record in winning the mile in 4:13.2, while Mayse was third in 4:14.3,

and Stirrett fourth in 4:15.

In the two-mile, Stirrett set conference and fieldhouse records

winning in 9:18,7, with Klipp second in 9:20.5, and Mclntire third in

9:25.2.

Jackson failed to win either hurdle event, but finished strong

seconds in both the 70 highs and 70 intermediates. In the highs, he

tied the varsity record once again with an :08.5, while in the inter-

mediates he ran :08.4. Dave Derr of Central Michigan won both hurdle

events, running the highs in a conference record-equaling :08.7, and the

intermediates in :08.3.

Hickman placed second in the 440 in :50.2, while Davis finished

third in the pole vault at 14-0. In the intermediates, Weller finished

fourth in :08.6, while Caldwell placed second in the triple jump at
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45-9 3/4, and fourth in tKe long jump at 22-1 1/2.

Freshman Paul Towns placed fourth in the sKot with a frosk

record 48-2, while Mayse ran 1:58.5 for fifth, in the 880, and Bob

Sul lender cleared 13-5 for fifth^ in the pole vault. The mile relay

team of Collins, Mayse, Jackson and Hickman ran 3:24.7 to place second

but was disqualified for passing the baton out of the exchange zone.

197Q--0utdoor Season

Eastern opened the 1970 outdoor season by nipping Bradley, 74-

71 3 in a dual meet at Charleston. It was the first meet held on the new

Tartan track.

The Panthers had two double winners as Caldwell won the long

jump at 21-8 1/2 and the triple jump at 45-4, and Mayse won the mile in

4:19.5 and the 880 in 1:57.2.

The 440 intermediate hurdles were won by Jackson in a varsity-

record time of :55.3. He also finished second in the 120 high hurdles

in :14.8 to set a freshman record.

Hickman won the 440 in :49.7, Davis pole vaulted 13-6 for a

victory, and Klipp won the three-mile in 14:39.3. Skinner finished

second in the mile in 4:19.7 and second in the 880 in 1:58.0.

The Panthers hosted the Seventh Eastern Illinois Relays in their

second outing of the season. Eastern had four first places and broke

four varsity records. No official team scores were kept.

Mayse won the 3000-meter steeplechase in 9:15.9 to break the old

Relays and varsity records. Mayse ran away with the race as second-place

finisher, Wayne Saunders of the University of Illinois Chicago Circle,

ran 9:43.1. Mclntire finished fourth in 10:10.8.

Mclntire, Skinner, Mayse and Stirrett teamed to win the four-mile
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relay in 17:55. Their time broke the Relays and varsity records. In

the 360-yard high hurdle shuttle relay, Jackson, Gerald Schlenz and

Weller combined to win in :45.5 to break the varsity record and equal

the Relays record.

The final varsity record came in the 880 relay where Weller,

Jackson, Greg Crockett and Garold Hettmansberger finished third in 1:29.4.

Southeast Missouri State won the relay in a Relays record 1:27.6.

Eastern's other first place cane in the six-mile where Klipp

ran 31:03.5. His effort was a Relays record. Jackson had the fastest

time in the high hurdles (:14.8) in his semifinal heat, but finished

second in the finals with a :15.1.

Davis finished second in the pole vault at 14-0, and Sullender

was fourth at 13-6. Hackbarth ran 32:27.1 for fifth in the six-mile,

Caldwell jumped 21-9 1/2 to finish third in the long jump, and Marty

McFarland tossed the javelin 175-11 to finish third.

Perry Hill tripled jumped 44-1 1/4 for fourth, while the

sprint medley relay team finished fourth in 3:39.1, and the mile relay

team placed fourth in 3:25.2.

Eastern traveled to Normal to meet Illinois State in a dual meet,

and the host Redbirds won 75-70, Skinner and Crockett were double

winners for Eastern. Skinner won the mile in a good 4:15.9 and the 880

in 1:57.2, while Crockett won the 100 in :10.3 and the 220 in :23.3.

In the triple jump. Hill jumped 43-7 to win, and the mile relay

team of Collins, Dave Hocking, Benich and Jackson won in 3:24.5. Jackson

teamed with Brooks, Andres and Crockett to win the 440 relay in :43.4.

Jackson placed second in the high hurdles in :15.4 and second in the

intermediate hurdles in :55.1. His effort in the intermediate hurdles
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broke his own varsity record.

Mayse finished second in the mile in 4:17.1 and second in the

880 in 1:57.3.

The Panthers traveled to Valparaiso University to compete against

Valparaiso, Augustana and Bradley in a .quadrangular meet that was menaced

by 45 degree weather and wind gusts of between 25-30 miles per hour.

The cold and wind did not hamper the Panther performances as

they scored 85 points to win easily. Augustana finished second with 47,

Bradley was third with 38, and Valparaiso fourth with 25.

Mayse turned in the outstanding time of the meet in winning the

steeplechase in a varsity- record 9:08.2. He broke his own record set

earlier in the season against Bradley. Klipp finished second in 9:39.9.

Skinner won the mile in 4:25.9 and the 880 in 1:59.0, while Mclntire

ran 9:25.4 to win the two-mile with Klipp fourth in 9:27.5.

Jackson won the high hurdles in :14.9 and the intermediate

h^urdles in :55.9, while Crockett won the 100 in :10.1 and finished second

in the 200. (The 200 yard dash was run instead of the 220). Towns

threw the shot 46-7 1/2 to win.

Indiana State was the Panther's next opponent in a dual meet

at Charleston. The visitors from Terre Haute defeated Eastern 95-59

as the Panthers won just five events.

Crockett was a double winner, winning the 100 in :10.1 and the

220 in :22.5. Mayse won the steeplechase in 9:27.4, and Skinner won

the mile in 4:16.3.

The Panthers swept the high hurdles as Jackson won in :15.0,

while Weller finished second in :15.2 and Schlenz third in :15.2.

Stirrett ran well to finish second in the mile in 4:18.3, while Skinner

placed second in the 880 in 1:56.3.
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In thie 14-team Northern Illinois Invitational at DeKalb, EIU

finished fourth. Northern Illinois won with 37 points, Lincoln Univ-

ersity of Missouri had 84, Illinois State 79 and Eastern 63.

The only first place Eastern could get was in the six-mile

where Mclntire ran 29:59.9 to break the varsity record and his own

Northern Invitational mark of 30:59.9. Mayse finished third in 30:16.2

and Klipp fifth in 30:31.2 to also break the old meet record.

Jackson placed second in the high hurdles in a varsity record

:14,3. His effort broke the 1964 record of :14.4 set by Art Steele.

Keller placed sixth in the high hurdles in :15,0 as Dick Taylor of

Northern Illinois won in an outstanding :13.6. Jackson also finished

fourth in the intermediate hurdles in :56.2 and Weller was sixth in

:57.1.

Stirrett finished third in the three-mile in 14:24.2 to set a

varsity record, while Skinner was fourth in the mile in 4:19.0. Other

Panther placers were: Davis third in the pole vault (13-6); Sullender

sixth in the pole vault (13-0); McFarland fourth in the javelin (180-5)^

Roger Einbecker sixth in the discus (136-4 1/2); Hill fifth in the

triple jump (44-11 1/2); and Crockett sixth in the 100 (:09.9).

The 440 relay team of Andres, Jackson, Brooks and Crockett ran

:42.7 for third.

In what turned out to be a close meet, Eastern finished fourth

in the 52nd Interstate Intercollegiate Athletic Conference Meet at

Charleston. Illinois State won with 73 points. Central Michigan had

72, Western Illinois 63 and EIU 58.

The hurdles and distance events supplied Eastern with most of

"•ts points. In the mile, Stirrett won in 4:11.6 to just miss his varsity
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record of 4:11.2 set in 1969, while Skinner was third in 4:13.4 and Mayse

fourth in 4:14.3.

In the three-mile, Stirrett set a conference and varsity record

winning in 14:18.1, with Mclntire second in 14:22. 7, and Klipp fourth

in 14:31.8.

Jackson won the high hurdles in :15.1, after running :14.4 in

the semifinals, and won the intermediate hurdles in a conference and

varsity record ;53.0. Schlenz finished fourth in the highs in :15.2,

while Hocking placed fifth in the intermediates in :54.9.

In the javelin, McFarland finished second with a throw of 204-4

to become the second longest javelin thrower in Eastern's history,

behind the 210-11 1/2 record throw of Bill Miller in 1963. Crockett

finished third in the 100 in :09.9, while Davis cleared 14-0 for third

in the pole vault, and Sullender tied for fourth at 13-6.

Other Panthers to place were: Collins fourth in the 440 in

:50.0; Towns fourth in the shot at 49-6; Mayse fourth in the 880 in

1:55.0; Davis tied for fourth in the high jump at 5-0; and Sullender

fiftK in the triple jump at 44-9.

Despite winning only one first place. Eastern scored 77 points

and finished third in the Second Illinois Intercollegiate Championships

at Lincoln Field. The University of Illinois won with 138 points, with

Southern Illinois-Carbondale second with 134. Fourteen teams scored.

The Panthers' only victory came in the three-mile where Stirrett

i"an 14:15.8 to defeat teammate Mclntire, who ran 14:33.7 for second.

Jackson ran a close second in the 440 intermediate hurdles, run-

i^ing :52,8, the same time as the winner. Schlenz finished in a tie for

sixth at :54.9.
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In the steeplechase, Mayse placed second in 9:23.5, while Klipp

was fifth in 9:42.9. Jackson and Weller placed fourth and sixth in the

120 high hurdles in :14.6 and :15.0, respectively, and in the six-mile,

Mclntire ran 30:17.7 for third vjhile Klipp ran 31:10 for fourth.

Crockett ran :22.1 for third in the 220 and placed fourth in the

100 in :09.6. In the triple jump, Caldwell jumped 45-9 for fifth and

Hill went 45-5 3/4 for sixth. Skinner finished sixth in the mile in

4:15.8, while Davis cleared 14-0 for third in the pole vault and Harder

finished sixth in the hammer at 116-7. The 440 relay team ran fourth in

:43.2.

The star performer of the meet was Ivory Crockett of Southern

Illinois-Carbondale. Crockett won the 100 in :09.3 and the 220 in :21.2.

He went on to become the first person to run an official :09.0 in the

100 to set a world record in 1974.3

Four Panthers represented Eastern in the NAIA Nationals in

Billings, Montana. Jackson was the only one who placed as he finished

fifth in the intermediate hurdles in :52.1 for a varsity record. Stirrett,

Mayse and Mclntire did not place.

Highlighting the 1970 NAIA meet were Rodney Mil burn of Southern

University at Baton Rouge, Louisiana, and Al Feuerbach of Emporia State

in Kansas. Milburn won the high hurdles in :13.7 and Feuerbach won the

shot at 61-4 3/4. Both went on to set world records--Milburn at :13.0

and Feuerbach at 71-7.'^

The Panther outdoor season ended with seven varsity records

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being broken: 440 intermediate hurdles, 3000-meter steeplechase, four-

mile relay, 360 high hurdle shuttle relay, six-mile, 120 high hurdles,

and three-mile.

1971--Indoor Season

The 1971 indoor season opened with O'Brien and his new assistant

coach, Neil Moore, looking toward a good season. O'Brien and Moore

had Jackson, Davis, Klipp and Skinner heading the list of returning ath-

letes and had promising freshmen Sandy Osei-Agyeman, and Ken and Keith

Jacobi to strengthen the team.

The season opend with the NAIA Indoor Championships at Kansas

City, Missouri. Eastern finished 26th with six points. Jackson scored

all the points with his third-place finish in the 60-yard high hurdlas

in :07.5. He broke his own varsity record of :07.7 with a :07.3 semi-

final win. Jackson posted times of :07.5, :07.4, :07.3 and :07.5 in

his four races at Kansas City.

In the mile Skinner ran 4:26.8 to take fourth in his heat,

while Klipp finished sixth in his heat of the two-mile in 9:31.1.

Neither advanced to the finals.

The Panthers opened the season as a team hosting Southeast Mis-

souri State. By winning the mile relay, the final event, EIU won the

meet, 62-60.

Jackson and Osei-Agyeman, a native of Ghana, Africa, were double

winners. Jackson won the 70 high hurdles in :08.7 and the 70 inter-

mediate hurdles In :08.0, while Osei-Agyeman won the 70 in :07,2 and

the 300 in :31.6.

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Ken Jacobi ran 1:54.6 to win the half, while Klipp won the two-

mile in 9:16.5. Davis vaulted a varsity record 14-2 to win the pole

vault, Bill Keiper jumped 46-9 to win the triple jump, and Caldwell won

the long jump at 22- 1/2.

Eastern traveled to Champaign for the Third Illinois Intercolle-

giate Championships and finished fourth with 52 points. The University

of Illinois won with 164 points. Southern Illinois-Carbondale was second

with 133, and Northern Illinois third with 60.

Jackson paced the Panthers with victories in the 60 intermediate

hurdles and the 60 high hurdles. The sophomore from Jacksonville won

the intermediates in :07.2 and the highs in :07.4. His intermediate

time set a varsity record, while his :07.3 semifinal time in the highs

equaled his varsity record and set a meet and University of Illinois

Armory record. The old meet and Armory records were :07.6.

Osei-Agyeman finished third in the 50 in :05.4 to equal the var-

sity record and set a frosh mark. He also ran :31.5 in his qualifying

heat of the 300 to set a varsity and freshman record. He injured his

leg in the final and failed to place.

Ken Jacobi ran a good 1:52.9 in the 880 to place fourth even

though three Illinois runners finished ahead of him. Rob Mango won in

1:51.4, Ron Phillips finished second in 1:51.9, and Lee LaBadie was

third in 1:52.0. All three were to run on the Illinois team that ran

an equal -best ever time (7:19.8) in the two-mile relay in 1972.^

Jacobi 's effort was a varsity and freshnan record.

Davis vaulted a varsity record 14-8 to finish fourth, v/hile

STrack & Field News, II February, 1972, p. 11
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Klipp ran 9:12.5 for a varsity record and a fourth place finish. Skinner

placed sixth in the mile in 4:17, Keiper jumped 45-2 3/4 for fourth in

the triple jump, and Perry Hill finished sixth at 43-10.

The mile relay team of Henry Luvert, John Hochmuth, Ken Jacobi

and Jackson ran 4:21.7 to finish second and break the varsity record.

The Panthers hosted Bradley and ran away to a 101-20 victory.

Eastern won every event with Jackson winning three and Keiper winning

two. Osei-Agyeman did not compete due to the injury received in the

finals of the 300 in the Illinois Intercollegiates.^

Jackson won the 70 high hurdles in a varsity and fieldhouse

record :08.6, won the 300 in a varsity and fieldhouse record :31.5,

and won the 70 intermediate hurdles in :08.5.

Keiper won the high jump with a varsity record 6-2, won the

triple jump at 45-5 1/2, and finished second in the long jump at 21-3.

Ken Jacobi won the half in 1:55.9 and twin brother Keith won

the mile in 4:21.2. Skinner won the two-mile in 9:15.0 as the Panthers

swept the mile and two-mile events.

Davis cleared 14-0 to win the pole vault, Tov^ns won the shot

at 48-2 1/4, Hochmuth ran :52.2 to win the 440, Richard Leninger jumped

21-8 to win the long jump, and John Odom won the 70 in :07.4.

Eastern traveled to West Lafayette, Indiana, to meet Purdue

and Murray State in a triangular meet. Purdue, a member of the Big

Ten Conference, won with 74 points, with Murray State taking second

with 43, and Eastern scoring 35.

Jackson won the 70 highs in :08.6 and finished second in the 70

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intermediates in :08.0, while Davis won the pole vault at 14-6

Klipp finished third in the two-mile in 9:12.1 but broke the

varsity record in the process. Keiper had a good day as he finished

third in the triple jump at 44-9 1/4, was third in the long jump at

21-7 1/2 and finished fourth in the high jump at 6-0.

Returning home to Lantz Fieldhouse, the Panthers defeated West-

ern ICentucky, 67-55.

Eastern won eight of the 14 events, including a sweep of the two-

mile. Klipp won the two-mile in 9:23.4, as Hackbarth followed in 9:25.9

and freshman Ron Lancaster in 9:26.4.

Jackson won the 70 high hurdles in :08.5 for varsity and field-

house records, won the 70 intermediate hurdles in :08.2 and finished

third in the 70 in :07.2.

Osei-Agyeman ran :31.6 to win the 300, while Davis won the pole

vault at 14-6. Ken Jacobi won the 880 in 1:55.5, and Skinner ran 4:19.5

to win the mile. Collins, Hochmuth, Ken Jacobi and Jackson teamed to

win the mile relay in 3:25.2.

Illinois State came to Lantz Fieldhouse in Eastern's final

home meet of the season, and using double victories by Jackson and Osei-

Agyeman, the Panthers won 65-57.

Osei-Agyeman won the 70 in :07.1 and won the 300 in :31.7, while

Jackson again won both hurdle events, taking the highs in :08.7 and the

intermediates in :08.3. Jackson also finished second in the 70 in :07.3.

Keiper won the triple jump at 44-11 1/2, Davis won the pole

vault at 13-10, Ken Jacobi ran 1:55,5 to win the 880, and the mile re-

'ay team of Osei-Agyeman, Hochmuth, Keith Jacobi and Jackson won in

23.3. Keiper cleared 6-2 in the high jump for a varsity record but
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finished second.

In the final meet of the indoor season. Eastern traveled to Nor-

mal to compete in the Illinois State Invitational. Illinois State v/on

with 82 points and Eastern was second with 67. Six teams were entered.

Eastern had no double winners but had four individual victories.

Osei-Agyeman won the 50 in rOS.Z, Ken Jacobi ran 1:56.0 to win the 880,

Jackson won the 70 intermediate hurdles in :08.1, and Keiper jumped

45-3 1/2 to win the triple jump.

Jackson ran :07.9 in the preliminaries of the intermediate hur-

dles to set a Horton Fieldhouse and EIU varsity record. In the 70 high

hurdles he finished second to Illinois State's Adeola Aboyade-Cole,

both running :08.5.

Osei-Agyeman finished second in the 220 in :23.4, while Odom

was second in the 60 in :05.4 as was Greg Matthews in the long jump at

21-2 1/4.

In the 880 Skinner finished second in 1:59.2 and was fourth in

the mile in 4:21.4. Keith Jacobi ran 4:19,9 to place third in the mile

and K^lipp finished third in the two-mile in 9:27, with Lancaster fourth

in 9:28.7.

Hochmuth ran :52.7 for fourth in the 440, Keiper leaped 20-2 1/2

for fifth in the long jump, Arnold Klapperich finished fifth in the 880

in 2:00.8. In the triple jump Hill placed fifth at 42-5, and Davis

finished fourth in the pole vault at 14-0.

The mile relay team of Hochmuth, Luvert, Ken Jacobi and Jackson

The indoor season ended with varsity records being set in the

pole vault, 70 high hurdles, high jump, 70 intermediate hurdles, 300,
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70, 60 high hurdles, and two-mile. Jackson was the leading scorer with

95 points, followed by Keiper with 53 , Osei-Agyeman with 42, and Ken

Jacobi with 39.

1971—Outdoor Season

The first outdoor meet of 1971 was held at Bradley's Meinen Field

in Peoria. With the temperature in the 50 's and winds gusting up to 30

miles per hours, Eastern won 89 1/2 to 53 1/2.^

Osei-Agyeman and Keiper won tv/o events. Osei-Agyeman won the

100 in :10.1 and won the 220 in :21.6, while Keiper jumped 46-4 1/2 to

win the triple jump and 22-11 1/2 to win the long jump.

Davis won the pole vault with a varsity record 14-4, and Towns

won the shot at 46-5.

Jackson won the 440 intermediate hurdles in :55.4 5 with Skinner

winning the mile in 4:21, and Ken Jacobi running 1:56 to win the 880.

Eastern runners finished in the first five places in the three-

mile, with Klipp winning in 14:33.5. The race saw three freshmen (Lan-

caster, Bill Been and Rich Bovman) break 15:00--the first time any fresh-

man ever ran under 15:00 for three miles in Eastern's history.^

Dave Hocking, Jackson, Bob Kell and Osei-Agyeman v/on the 440 re-

lay in :42.1, while Ken Jacobi, Klapperich, Collins and Hochmuth v/on

the mile relay in 3:29.3.

The Eighth EIU Relays were the next meet on the Panthers' sche-

dule and EIU won four first places. No official team scores were kept.

Jackson was voted Most Valuable performer on the strength of

SColes County Daily Times-Courier , April 7, 1971.

shuttle relay 3 and his anchor leg on th,e mile relay. The sophomore from

Jacksonville ran a varsity record :14.1 in the highs, teamed with Keiper

and Hocking to finish second in the shuttle relay in :45.4, and teamed

with Osei-Agyeman, Hochmuth and ICen Jacobi to win the mile relay in

3:13.9. All three times bettered the old Relays records.

Klipp won the six-mile in a varsity and meet record 29:49.7,

with Been finishing fourth in 31:40.2 and Bowman fifth in 31:44.5. The

two-mile relay team of Keith Jacobi, Skinner, Klapperich and K.en Jacobi

won in a meet record 7:41.7.

Osei-Agyeman matched the meet record in winning the 100 in

:09.6, while Halloran ran 4:18.5 for fifth in the mile. In the long

jump K.e!per finished third at 21-8 1/2 and Darrell Brown, a freshman,

finished fourth at 21-1 3/4. Davis placed second in the pole vault at

14-0.

Keiper leaped 46- 1/4 to finish third in the triple jump, and

the four-mile relay team of Halloran, Hackbarth, Klipp and Skinner

finished second in 17:57.3. The sprint medley relay team of Collins,

Hochmuth, Brown and Luvert ran 3:35.5 for third.

The next meet for the Panthers was a dual meet at Indiana State.

On the cold, windy day the Panthers lost 97-50.

EIU won just three events as Skinner ran 4:18 in the mile. Ken

Jacobi ran 1:55.8 in the 880, and Roger Einbecker won the discus at

138-1.

Freshman Lancaster placed second in the three-mile in a frosh

record 14:34.4 as Charlie Warthan of Indiana State won in 14:33.9.

Jackson ran sub-par races as he finished second in the high
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Kurdles in :14.5 and third in the intermediate hurdles in :56.6.

O'Brien took six Panthers to the Kansas Relays. The two-mile

relay team of Keith Jacobi , Skinner, Klapperich and Ken Jacobi finished

second in 7:36.0, just .4 behind the winner, Dallas Baptist. Ken Jacobi

anchored the team to a varsity record with his 1:50.7 final leg.

Jackson fell going over the 9th hurdle in his heat of the 440

intermediates and failed to advance, while Klipp ran 9th out of 28 run-

ners in the six-mile.

Eastern hosted Illinois State in a dual meet and used the double

victories by Osei-Agyeman and strong distance strength to win 83-80.

Osei-Agyeman won the 100 in a varsity record :09.5 and won the

220 in :21.5. He also anchored the 440 relay team to a :42.5 victory.

Lancaster won the 3000-meter steeplechase in 9:47.2, Skinner

won the mile in 4:24.8, Ken Jacobi ran 2:01 to win the 880, and Klipp

won the three-mile in 14:29.8.

Jackson won the high hurdles in :14.2, finished second in the

220 in :21.7, teamed with Osei-Agyeman, Vic Brooks and Tom Miller to

win the 440 relay, and anchored the mile relay team to second place in

3:33.4.

In the 440 intermediate hurdles Hocking v/on in :55.0, while

Keiper won the triple jump at 45-11 3/4.

The Third Northern Illinois Invitational was next on the sche-

dule for Eastern and the Panthers scored 107 points for the victory.

Northwestern was second with 93 points, and Northern Illinois third

with 91 1/2.

Osei-Agyeman was the standout for Eastern as he ran to a quick

:09.3 victory in the 100 and took the 220 in a fast :21.1. His century
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effort broke the varsity record while his 220 time equaled the varsity

record set in 1957 by Winnie Brown and equaled in 1965 by Ron Rentfro.

He also anchored the 440 relay team to a varsity record :41.8 to finish

second. Brooks, Jackson and Miller were the first three runners on the

relay team.

Jackson won the intermediates in a meet record :53.0 and finished

fourth in the high hurdles in a varsity record-equaling :14.1. He also

anchored the mile relay team to a 3:21.5 third-place finish.

In the 880 Ken Jacobi ran 1:55.1 to nip Tom Bach of Northwestern,

also 1:55.1, for Eastern's final first place.

Davis cleared 14-9 to finish second in the pole vault and break

his own varsity record of 14-4, while Tom Feig placed second in the jav-

elin with a throw of 187-3.

Klipp ran a good 30:19.4 to place second in the six-mile, while

Keiper went 47-4 1/4 for second in the triple jump and 22-7 for sixth

in the long jump. The mile saw Skinner run 4:17.3 for second while

Lancaster ran 14:47.4 to finish fifth in the three-mile.

Hill jumped 45-3 1/2 to place fifth in the triple jump, and

Hocking ran a good :55.4 for fourth in the intermediate hurdles.

Eastern hosted Western Illinois following the Northern Illinois

Invitational and scored 100 points to Western's 53.

Jackson again won two events, but shared the headlines with

Keiper and Klipp. Keiper won the long jump at 22-7 1/2, won the triple

jump at 47-4 3/4, and set a varsity record in winning the high jump

at 5-3 1/4.

Klipp, team captain from Manteno, ran a tough double, winning

the steeplechase in 9:25.5 and the three-mile in 14:52.1. He had to
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tiold off teammate Skinner in tlie tKree-mile as the sophomore from Dan-

ville ran 14:52.2. Skinner also won th.e mile in 4:16.1.

Jackson won the high hurdles in :14.4 and the intermediates in

:52.5. He also teamed with Brooks, Miller and Hocking to win the 440

relay in :42.5, and teamed with Collins, Kell and Ken Jacobi to win the

mile relay in 3:21 .5.

Jacobi also won the 880 in 1:54.5, while Davis won the pole

vault at 14-0 and Feig won the javelin at 175-4.

In the Illinois Intercollegiate Championships at Carbondale,

Eastern finished third with 82 points. Southern Illinois-Carbondale won

with 164 points and the University of Illinois was second with 132 1/2,

Klipp was the only Eastern winner, taking the six-mile in 30:20,

but oth.er Panthers performed well. Freshman Ken Jacobi ran the greatest

880 in Eastern's history as he pushed Ron Phillips of Illinois to a

1:50.2 victory. Jacobi ran 1:50.4 for second to set a varsity record.

Both_ runners broke the old meet record of 1:50.5.

O'Brien later said Jacobi 's performance was one of the best

performances ever turned in by one of his athletes. ^^

Jackson ran a close second in the 440 intermediate hurdles as

he set a varsity record :51.4 behind the :51.3 meet record of Mark

Koster of Illinois.

Davis became the first vaulter in EIU history to clear 15-0 as

he finished second in the pole vault, and Einbecker broke the varsity

i^ecord in the discus with his 153-7 fourth-place finish.

Hackfaarth placed sixth in the three-mile

in 14:37, and Kell, Hochmuth, Ken Jacobi and Jackson ran 3:20.3 for

fourth in the mile relay.

Jackson ran :14.2 for second in the high hurdles, while Keiper

jumped 46-10 1/4 for second in the triple jump. In the javelin Feig

placed fourth with a toss of 186-3 1/2, while Bowman ran 31:22 for sixth

in th^e six-mile.

Os.ei-Agyeman injured his back in the preliminaries of the 440

relay and was forced to scratch from the meet.^^ This stopped a possi-

ble match-up between Osei-Agyeman and Crockett of Southern Illinois-

Carbondale in th^e sprints.

In the NCAA-CD National Championships at Sacramento, California,

the Panthers finished 10th with 11 points.

Jackson ran a :51.8 in the intermediate hurdles to finish second

behind the :51.3 of North Carolina Central's Melvin Bassett. Jackson

also finished sixth in the high hurdles in :14.2, with Rod Mil burn of

Southern University winning in :13.5.

Ken Jacobi placed fifth in the 880 in 1:51.2, while Klipp

i'ailed to place in the six-mile.

Jackson was the highest finisher for Eastern with his second-

place finish in the 60 high hurdles. He ran :07.3 behind the :07.0 time

of champion Rod Mil burn of Southern University.

iCen Jacobi finished third in the 880 in 1:57.1, while brother

Keith ran 2:17.9 for fourth in the 1000. In the mile Skinner ran 4:20.9

for fourth, while Lancaster finished sixth in the two-mile in 9:17.8,

and Davis vaulted 14-6 for sixth.

The two-mile relay team of Keith Jacobi, Crawford, Skinner and

Ken Jacobi finished sixth in 8:03.2. The foursome ran a varsity re-

cord 7:55.8 to qualify for the finals.

Osei-Agyeman ran a varsity record :06.1 to finish third in his

preliminary heat of the 60 but failed to advance to the semifinals.

Southeast Missouri State was the Panter's first dual meet op-

ponent of 1972 and O'Brien's team won 95-27, winning 12 of the 14 events.

Freshman Rick McWhorter and Jackson paced Eastern. McWhorter

The high hurdle final forced O'Brien to file a protest. The

judges' first decision had Jackson not placing in the top six.

Einbecker won two events for the Panthers, setting a varsity

record of 131-5 1/2 in the hammer and winning the discus at 149-1. Mike

Welch won the shot at 51- 1/2, while Einbecker was third at 49-0,

In the mile Skinner won in 4:15.9, while Lancaster won the

three-mile in a varsity record 14:04.8. Kan Jacobi ran 1:55.7 to win

the 880, and Davis cleared 14-4 to win the pole vault.
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The next meet was the EIU Relays. No team scores were kept but

the Panthers won seven events.

The four-mile relay team of Keith Jacobi , Ben Timson, Lancaster

and Skinner won in a meet and varsity record 17:35.5, as did the 440 re-

lay team of Brown, Jackson, Brooks and Osei-Agyeman with its :41.7 ef-

fort.

Jackson won the high hurdles in :14.3, while Bill Foehr, a

transfer from Illinois College, finished third in :14.7. The two, along

with Hocking, won the 360 high hurdle shuttle relay in a meet and varsi-

ty record :44.5.

In tKe 100 Osei-Agyeman equaled the meet record in winning the

100 in :09.6, while Caldwell won the triple jump at 48-8 1/2 and Brown

won the long jump at 22-8 1/4. Keiper finished second in the triple

jump at 46-2 1/2.

The final EIU victory came in the distance medley relay where

Ken Jacobi, Timson, Skinner and Lancaster teamed to run 10:22.4. Jaco-

bi opened with a 1:57.4 half, Timson ran a :51.6 440, Skinner a 3:06

3/4, and Lancaster anchored with a 4:25.1 mile.

Eastern's mile relay team ran a good 3:18.2 to finish third as

Hochmuth ran :50.9, Hocking :49.7, Ken Jacobi :49.4, and Jackson :48.2,

Einbecker fell off his record performance of a week earlier but

finished fifth in the hammer at 102-4 3/4. He also threw 137-7 3/4 for

fifth in the discus. Welch finished third in the shot at 50-3 1/2 and

also third in the discus at 140-5 1/2.

In the pole vault Davis finished fifth at 14-0, while Bill Been

was fourth in the six-mile in 31:20, and Livesey ran 9:35.5 to place

fourth in the steeplechase.
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The tv/o-mile relay team of Hochmuth (1:57.5), Larry Morts

(2:01), Dave Nance (1:58), and Crawford (2:02) placed fifth in 7:58.6.

The first Eastern Illinois Invitational was the next meet for

the Panthers, and good depth won the meet for Eastern as the Panthers

scored in every event. Eastern won just five events and had no double

winners.

155, Southeast Missouri State 47, Western Illinois 43, and University

of Illinois Chicago Circle 25.

Brown won the long jump at 24-4 1/4, was third in the 100 in

:10.2, third in the 220 in :22.4, and ran on the second-place 440 relay

team that ran :42.5.

Jackson won the 440 intermediate hurdles in :52.05 set a varsity

record in placing second in the 120 high hurdles in :13.93 ran on the

440 relay team, and ran a leg on the third-place mile relay team that

ran 3:20.6.

In the six-mile Lancaster won in a varsity record 29:32.5,

while Skinner ran second in the three-mile in a varsity record 14:00.7.

Lancaster also placed sixth in the three-mile in 14:30.5.

Ken Jacobi won the half in 1:53.9, while Nance finished fourth

in 1:56.3 and Morts fifth in 1:56.6. Welch won the discus at 150-5 and

was third in the shot with a toss of 51-6 3/4. Einbecker finished second

in the discus at 150-4 and Towns was fourth at 146-1.

In the hammer Einbecker finished third at 129-5, Towns v/as

fourth at 114-5, and Dave Stotlar sixth at 108-3. Other field event

placers were Keiper fifth in the long jump (21-7), Gifford fifth in

the pole vault (13-6), Randy Moncrief third in the javelin (164-6),
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Johnie Meisner fifth in the higK jump (5-0), and Keiper second in the

triple jump (46-2).

Jackson was the standout in the meet as he won two events and

was second in another. He ran :09.7 to win the 100, just beating Adeola

Aboyade-Cole of Illinois State. Jackson's :55.4 intermediate hurdle

time was good enough for the victory, and he ran :14.1 to finish second

to Aboyade-Cole in the high hurdles. Aboyade-Cole ran :13.9.

Brown won the long jump at 23-5 1/2, Moncrief won the javelin

at 164-11, Einbecker won the discus at 155-4 to break his own varsity

record of 153-7, and Keiper won the triple jump at 47-6 3/4.

Eastern took two places in all the distance events, winning

all but the mile. Livesey ran 9:38.7 to win the steeplechase. Ken

Jacobi ran 2:00.9 to win the 880, and Skinner won the three-mile in

15:10.4. Keith Jacobi v.as edged by Dave Berg of Illinois State in the

mile— Berg running 4:27.5 and Jacobi running 4:23.

The Panthers traveled to the Fourth Northern Illinois Invitat-

ional for their next meet and were the defending champions. Northern

and Northern Illinois won 105-104 over Eastern,

Northern Illinois trailed EIU, 102-81, with just three events

left; but in the 220, mile relay and hammer Northern outs cored the

Panthers, 24-2, to win the meet. Illinois State was third with 78

points in the 13-team meet.

Eastern had five winners, more than any other team. Brown won

the long jump at 24-5 3/4 for a meet and field record. He also was

sixth in the triple jump at 43-3 3/4.

Keiper won the triple jump at 47-9 and finished third in the

long jump at 23-1 3/4. Ken Jacobi won the 880 in 1:54.6, with Nance

placing sixth in 1:56.8.

Skinner held off Lucian Rosa of University Wisconsin-Parkside

to win the three-mile in a meet record 14:11.8. Rosa, who won the six-

mile, ran 14:13. Rosa defeated Lancaster in the six-mile, running

30:45.7. Lancaster ran 31:23.7 for second and returned to run 14:44.2

in the three-mile for sixth.

Jackson won the 440 intermediate hurdles in a meet and track

record :52.4. He also placed second in the high hurdles in :13.9,

the same time as winner Jacques of Northern Illinois. Jackson's

time tied his varsity record. Hocking placed fourth in the inter-

In the shot Towns finished sixth at 50-4 1/2, while Timson ran

The winner,

Adeola Aboyade-Cole of Illinois State, ran :13.7.

In the long jump Brown finished second with a jump of 24-8.

He was just 3/4 inch behind the winner Bill Hancock of Southern Illinois

and just two and one half inches behind the varsity record set in 1964

by Art Steele.

Osei-Agyeman placed second in the 100 in :09.6 and finished

fifth in th^e 220 in :21.9. Southern Illinois' Ivory Crockett won both

sprints, taking the 100 in :09.3 and the 220 in :20.3.

Th.e 440 relay team of Brown, Jackson, Brooks and Osei-Agyeman

placed second in :41.2, while the mile relay team of Jackson, Ken

Jacobi
, Nevius and Hochmuth finished third in 3:17.6. The runners

turned in the following splits: Jackson :48.5, Jacobi :49.6, Nevius

;47.9, and Hochjnuth :49.5.

Einbecker placed in two events, finishing fifth in the hammer

at 133-3 and sixth in the discus at 150-6, while Welch threw 51-1 1/2

Brooks

placed second in the long jump at 22-6 1/4 with Keiper taking third

at 22-4 1/4, while in the pole vault Jack Flood was second at 13-6

and Gifford third at 13-6.

In the 880 Ken Jacobi ran 1:55.9 to win and Skinner won the

three-mile in 14:45.5. Nance ran 1:56.1 for second and Morts ran 1:55.6

for third to give the Panthers a sweep in the half. In the three-mile

Livesey placed second in 14:46.9 and Crawford finished third in 15:18.5.

Einbecker placed second in the hammer but set a varsity record

of 146-1.

Norfolk State had 49, and Northeast Missouri State finished with 46.

Brown jumped 24-1 to place second in the long jump, while the

400 meter relay team of Brown, Jackson, Brooks and Osei-Agyeman ran

:40.9 for second. Their time was a varsity record.

The final meet of the season was the NAIA Championships at

Billings, Montana. In what was to be the final NAIA National meet for

Eastern, the Panthers finished in a tie for sixth with 28 points.

Following the 1972 season. Eastern dropped out of the NAIA in favor of

the NCAA- CD.

O'Brien took five athletes to Billings and they all scored.

Jackson and freshman Livesey each placed second. Jackson broke his

varsity record he set in the NCAA-CD meet in the 400 intermediate hurdles

with a second-place :51.1. Livesey ran 9:25.3 for second in the 3000

meter steeplechase. Jackson also ran fourth in the 110 meter high

hurdles and Brown finished sixth in the long jump. The 400 meter relay

team of Brown, Jackson, Brooks and Osei-Agyeman ran ;41.1 for third.

Jackson was also voted Host Valuable

performer by his teammates and was elected captain for the 1973 season.

1973--Indoor Season

O'Brien greeted his 1973 team with much optimism as he had

Jackson, Brown, Osei-Agyeman, Lancaster, and both Jacobi's among

those returning. He also had one of the strongest groups of freshmen

recruits he ever had as his assistant Neil Moore proved to be a good

recruiter. Top frosh were Mike Larson (distance), John Barron (high

jump), and John Hudecek (440).'^

"I looked at the school record in the high jump and just said

to myself, 'Neil, you are going to go out and find a high jumper,'"

was the way Moore described the recruitment of Barron from Glenbard

East High School. "Cross-country Coach Tom Woodall did most of the

recruiting of Larson, and we all knew he was going to be a good one,"

Moore said of getting Larson, a product of Decatur Lakeview High School. ^^

Eastern opened the indoor season by defeating the University

of Chicago Circle, 111-9, in one of the most one-sided victories in EIU

history. The Panthers won all 14 events as Chicago Circle could place

in just five events.

Eastern broke three varsity records and equaled another. Barron

wasted little time in proving Moore's efforts were worth while as he

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became the best high jumper in EIU history with a winning jump of

6-5 1/2. Brown won the long jump in a varsity and Lantz Fieldhouse

record 23-8 1/2. The old record for both the varsity and fieldhouse

was 23-6 3/4 set in 1967 by John Craft.

Osei-Agyeman ran :31.9 to win the 300 in a varsity and field-

house record, and Jackson equaled his record of :08.5 to win the 70

high hurdles. Osei-Agyeman also won the 50 in :06.2 to break the field-

house record.

Larson won the mile in 4:19.7, while Hudecek won the 440 in

:51-7. Ken Jacobi ran 2:00.8 to win the 880, brother Keith won the

1000 in 2:20.5, and Lancaster won the two-mile in 9:27.2.

In the shot Welch threw 51-0 to win, while Tim Brechbill won

the triple jump at 43-9, and Jack Messmore, a transfer student from

Illinois College, won the pole vault at 13-5. Jackson, Hocking,

Nevius and Osei-Agyeman ran 3:32.8 to win the mile relay.

The Panthers continued to assault the record book as they

defeated Southeast Missouri State, 83-39, at Lantz Fieldhouse.

Barron won the high jump with a leap of 6-7 to break his own

varsity record and also break the fieldhouse record of 6-6 set in 1971.

In the shot Welch broke the varsity record of 51-1 with his 52-1/2

effort, while Osei-Agyeman broke the fieldhouse record and equaled his

varsity record in winning the 60 in :06.1. He also equaled his varsity

and fieldhouse records by winning the 300 in :31.0.

Jackson won the 70 high hurdles in :08.5 to match his own var-

sity and fieldhouse records, and won the 70 intermediate hurdles in

:08.3

In the mile Larson ran a freshman record 4:15.7 for victory.
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while Lancaster won the two-mile in 9:12.6. Brown won the long jump

at 22-10 1/2, and Gifford pole vaulted 14-0 to win. Jackson, Ken

Jacobi , Nevius and Osei-Agyeman teamed to win the mile relay in 3:23.3.

In the Fifth Illinois Intercollegiate Championships at the

University of Illinois Armory, Eastern finished fourth with 52 points.

Southern Illinois-Carbondale won with 149 points, with the University

of Illinois second with 119 1/3, and Illinois State third with 78 1/3.

Eastern had just one champion as Osei-Agyeman won the 50 in a

varsity record-equaling :06.1. He placed second in the 300 in :30.9,

which bettered the :31.0 he ran for a varsity record earlier in the

season. But Jackson, senior captain from Jacksonville, recorded a

:30.8 varsity record performance in the trials of the 300 only to fall

during the finals and he failed to place.

Jackson did finish second in the 60 high hurdles in :07.3 and

was fifth in the 60 dash in :06.4.

Ken Jacobi placed third in the 880 in 1:53.9, while Lancaster

was third in the two-mile in a varsity record 9:02.1. Larson continued

Kis outstanding running as he placed fourth in the mile in 4:11.0 to

break the varsity record of 4:13.2 set in 1970 by Jim Skinner.

In the 1000 Keith Jacobi placed fourth in 2:14.5, while Barron

jumped 5-5 to finish fourth in the high jump. Brown finished fifth in

the long jump at 22-10, Welch threw the shot 51-2 1/4 for sixth, and

Brooks placed sixth in the 60 in :05.5.

The mile relay team of Mevius, Bruce Bell, Hudecek and Ken

Jacobi ran 3:22.3 for fifth, while the distance medley relay team

placed fourth in 10:05.3 for a varsity record. Nevius opened with

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and Larson anchored with the mile.

Eastern hosted a strong Western Kentucky team and used an

outstanding performance by Jackson to win 57-55.

Jackson placed in four individual events and ran on the winning

mile relay team. He won the 70 high hurdles in a fieldhouse and varsity

record-tieing :08.55 won the 70 intermediate hurdles in rOS.e, ran :32.1

to win the 300, and placed second in the 50 in :06.4. He teamed with

Osei-Agyeman, Ken Jacobi and Hudecek to win the mile relay in 3:21.5.

Barron won the high jump with a varsity and fieldhouse-tieir.c

6-7, while Osei-Agyeman vran the 60 in :05,2. Messmore won the pole

vault at 14-0, Brown won the long jump at 23-4 1/2, and Ken Jacobi ran

1:54.5 to win the 880.

Western Kentucky's Nick Rose, a sophomore from England, turned

in the finest distance double ever in Lantz Fieldhouse. He won the

mile in 4:09.5 and the two-mile in 9:04.8. Both times broke fieldhouse

records. Teammate Jesse Stuart, national high school all-time leader

in the shot, broke the old fieldhouse record by five feet as he won. with

a throw of 59-7. Both athletes went on to become MCAA-UD National

champions--Rose in the 1975 indoor two-mile and Stuart in the 1974 out-

door shot.^^

Eastern defeated Illinois State, 83-39, at Lantz Fieldhouse.

Welch won the shot with a varsity record 52--
1 , while Brechbill and

Larson set freshman records. Brechbill won the triple jump at 44-9 1/2

and Larson finished second in the 1000 in 2:19.8. Larson also won the

mile in 4:12,4.

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Ken Jacobi won the 880 in 1:54.7 and brother Keith won the 1000

in 2:17.5.

Brown, Brechbill and Osei-Agyeman were winners. Brown set a

Horton Fieldhouse record of 23-8 1/4 in winning the long jump, while

Brechbill won the triple jump at 43-4.

Osei-Agyeman tied for first in the 300 in :32.9 and finished

second in the 50 in :06.4. Brown also placed fourth in the 300 in .:33.0.

Jackson ran :08.7 for second in the 70 high hurdles and placed third in

the 300 in :32.9. In the high jump Barron placed second at 5-5, while

Keith Jacobi finished second in the 1000 in 2:17.0 and Ken Jacobi was

second in the 880 in 1:57.8. Nance placed fifth in the half in 1:58.7.

Messmore finished third in the pole vault at 14-0, while Gifford

went 13-5 for fifth. In the mile, Larson ran 4:14.5 for third and

Timson finished fifth in 4:27,0. Welch and Towns finished third and

fourth in the shot with throws of 50-7 and 48-11, respectively. In

the 440, Hudecek ran :bl.3 for third and Bell ran :52.6 for fifth.

Livesey finished third in the two-mile in 9:17.8 and Lancaster
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was fourth, in 9:22.0. The mile relay team of Jackson, Osei-Agyeman,

Bell and Hudecek ran 3:26.7 for third.

Eastern closed out the regular season with an easy victory

over Bradley and Loyola. Eastern scored 103 points, Bradley 37, and

Loyola 10. Only one record was broken but the Panthers won every

event except the triple jump as Brown, Jackson, Osei-Agyeman, Larson

and Ken Jacobi led the way.

Brown became the first Eastern performer to jump more than 24

feet indoors as he set a varsity and fieldhouse record of 24- 1/2 in

winning by a foot and a half. The junior from Alvin also placed third

in the triple jump at 42-3 1/4, only five inches behind the winner, and

was second in the 300 in :32.6.

Osei-Agyeman won the 60 in :06.3 and the 300 in :31.1, while

Jackson won the 440 in :49.5 and the 70 intermediate hurdles in :08,3.

Ken Jacobi ran 1:56.0 to win the 880, while Larson won the mile in

4:15.3 and placed third in the 880 in 1:58.8. Jacobi and Jackson

teamed with Hudecek and Nevius to win the mile relay in 3:26.1.

Messmore won the pole vault at 14-6 and Barron won the high

jump at 6-6. Terry Ryan won the 70 high hurdles in :09.1 in his first

meet of the season. Ryan was a freshman member of Eastern's basketball

team during the winter. Lancaster ran a good two-mile to win in 9:11.7,

while Welch won the shot at 51-2.

Osei-Agyeman and Jackson competed in the NCAA-UD National Meet

at Cobo Hall in Detroit, Michigan. Osei-Agyeman placed second in his

trial heat of the 50 in :06.2, the same time as winner and eventual

champion Gerald Tinker of Kent State.

In the quarter-finals Osei-Agyeman finished third in :06.2 as
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Marshall Dill of Michigan State winning in :06.1. Osei-Agyeman ran :06.2

in the semifinals and was eliminated. The winner of his heat was Ed

Hammonds of Memphis State who ran :05.1, and who also finished second in

the final

.

Jackson was eliminated in the trials in the 50 high hurdles as

he ran :07.3 and finished fourth. Rodney Mil burn won Jackson's heat in

:06.9 to equal the NCAA record.

The Panthers ended the 1973 indoor season with a 6-0 dual and

triangular meet record. Seven varsity records were broken.

Osei-Agyeman moved Jackson out of the top scorers spot with

79 1/2 points. Jackson had 76 3/4. Freshman Larson proved he was pro-

mising finishing third with 48 points, while Brown had 43.

1973—Outdoor Season

The 1973 outdoor season opened with a triangular meet against

Illinois State and Bradley at Normal. The Panthers won 13 events to

easily win the meet with 107 points. Illinois State finished second

with 66 points and Bradley had 29.

Barron and Andy Womack set records and Osei-Agyeman won two

events. Barron put his name in the outdoor record book along with his

indoor records as he won the high jump at 6-6. He broke the old varsity

record of 6-3 1/4 set in 1971 by Bill Keiper.

Womack, a freshman recruit from Overland Park, Kansas, won the

javelin at 204-11 to break the freshman record of 204-4 1/2. Osei-

Agyeman won the 100 in :09.7 and won the 220 in :21.9.

In the steeplechase Livesey ran 9:27.0 to win, while Lancaster

won the three-mile in 14:15.9. Ken Jacobi won the 880 in 1:54.3, and

Jackson won the 440 intermediate hurdles in :52.7. Jackson also finished
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second in the 120 high hurdles in :14.3.

Brown won the long jump at 23-5 1/2, and Hale won the triple jump

at 46-4. Einbecker won the hammer with a throw of 138-9, while Welch

threw 150-3 to win the discus.

Th.e Second Eastern Illinois Inviational was the next meet for

th.e Panthers. Eastern won with 197 points, Western Illinois was second

with 142, and Southeast Missouri State was third iwth 78 1/2. Twelve

teams were entered.

The Panthers won nine events, with Jackson and Osei-Agyeman

winning two each and also running on the winning 440 relay team. A to-

tal of 10 meet records were broken, including four by Eastern runners.

Osei-Agyeman won the 100 and 220, both in meet records. In the

100 he ran :09.4 to break the record of :09.8, while in the 220 he won

in :21.4 to break the record of :21.9. His 100 effort was also a var-

sity record, bettering his own record of :09.5 set in 1972.

Jackson won the high hurdles in :14.1 and the intermediate hur-

dles in :52.1. He teamed with Osei-Agyeman, Brooks and Brown to win

the 440 relay in :41.3 to break the meet record of :42.3.

In the long jump Brown won with a jump of 24-1, while Barron

won the high jump at 6-5 1/4, breaking his varsity record. Ken Jacobi

set a meet record in the 880, winning in 1:53.0. He held the old re-

cord of 1:53.9. Lancaster ran 14:10.5 to win the three-mile.

Panthers finishing second were: Womack with a freshman record

of 210-0 in the javelin; Hale in the triple jump at 46-8; Einbecker in

the hammer at 135-0; Livesey in the steeplechase in 9:15.8; Larson in

the mile in 4:15.3; and Hocking in the intermediate hurdles in :54.7.

Jim Bratek and Greg Gasaway tied for third in the high jump at
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6-0, Welch threw a varsity record 158-5 for third in the discus, and Ryan

ran third in the high hurdles in :14.8.

Fourth-place finishers for EAstern were Towns in the discus

(152-10) and in the hammer (133-3), Been in the steeplechase (9:38.5),

and Brown in the 220 (:22.4).

Welch threw 52-7 3/4 in the shot. Hale jumped 21-10 in the long

jump, Einbecker threw 151-5 in the discus, Stotlar threw 131-5 in the

hammer, Ken Burke ran 9:44.1 in the steeplechase, Hocking ran :15.3 in

the high hurdles, and Livesey ran 14:35.5 in the three-mile, all finish-

ing fifth.

The Panthers had three sixth-place finishers: Nance in the 880

In the Tenth Eastern Illinois Relays no official team scores

were kept, but the Panthers won seven events, set six meet records and

broke seven varsity records. A total of 15 Relays records were broken

out of the 21 events.

Osei-Agyeman and Jackson were voted Outstanding Athletes of

the meet.

Osei-Agyeman won the 100 in a meet and varsity record :09.3 and

ran on the second-place 440 and 880 relay teams. Both teams bettered

the old meet records in finishing behind Lincoln University teams.

In the 440 relay Osei-Agyeman teamed with Brown, Jackson and

Brooks to run :41.6. Hudecek replaced Brooks in the 880 relay foursome

as the Panthers ran a varsity record 1:25.5.

Jackson was even busier than Osei-Agyeman. He won the high hur-

•^"ies in a varsity, meet and Lincoln Field record :13.7, and teamed with
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Ryan and Hocking to finish second in the 360 high hurdles shuttle relay

in a varsity record :43.4. The time bettered the meet record of :44.5

but Lincoln University ran :43.3 to win.

Ken Jacobi ran the 880 leg. Rick Piacenti the 440 leg, Keith

Jacobi the 1320 leg, and Larson anchored with the mile as the four

won the distance medley relay in 10:11.5, breaking the old meet, Lincoln

Field and varsity records. The old meet and Lincoln Field record was

10:13.8 while the old varsity record was 10:21.1,

Womack finished second in the javelin by only two inches with

h.is varsity record throw of 215-4.

State in a dual meet. Eastern won 86-68 as Jackson again performed

Jackson v/on the high hurdles in :14.2 and won the 220 in a

good :21.3. His best performance may have been in the 100 where he

finisKed a close second in :09.4.

Larson vjon the mile in a freshman record 4:14.2, while Womack

won the javelin at 204-8. Welch won the shot with a throw of 49-10 1/4

and won the discus at 147-9.

In the 880 Ken Jacobi ran 1:53.4 to win, while Hale won the
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triple jump at 45-10 1/4. Hocking ran the intermediate hurdles in :54.7

to win, and Lancaster won the three-mile in 14:17.3.

In the most famous of all the relays, the Drake Relays, Eastern

again had a champion. Jackson ran a varsity record :50.8 to win the

intermediate hurdles.

The two-mile relay team finished fourth in 7:36.7 as Keith Jaco-

bi ran 1:55.5, Larson 1:55.1, Nance 1:53.8, and Ken Jacobi 1:51.4.

The mile relay team finished sixth in a varsity record 3:15.8.

Hudecek opened with a :48.7 440, Nevius ran :49.2, Ken Jacobi :50.3. and

Jackson anchored with a :47.5.

Jackson ran :13.9 to finish third in his preliminary heat of the

h^igh hurdles but did not advance. The winner of his heat was Rod Mil-

burn of Soutfiern University who ran a Drake Relays record :13.3.

Womack threw the javelin 214-4 to place eighth, while Lancaster

ran a varsity record 13:56.5 to finish 10th in the three-mile.

In the Fifth Northern Illinois Invitational at DeKalb, Eastern

won four events and scored 109 points to win the championship. Drake

University was second with 89 points, and Western Illinois third with

81 in the 13-team meet.

Three of the Panther champions set meet records. Womack won the

javelin with a throw of 208-5 to break the old meet record of 203-11,

while Osei-Agyeman won the 220 in :21.6 to break the old record of :21.7.

The 440 relay team of Brown, Jackson, Hudecek and Osei-Agyeman

i^an a meet record :41.2 to break the old record of :41.6, while the final

Panther victory came in the intermediate hurdles where Jackson ran ;53.1.

Osei-Agyeman finished a close second in the 100, running ;09.7

behind the winner James Amerison of Lincoln University, also running
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:09.7. Jackson finished fourth, in :09.8. Jackson also placed third in

the h.igh. hurdles in :14.5.

Ken Jacobi placed second in the 880 in 1:52.9, while Lancaster

ran an excellent 13:58 to place second in the three-mile.

In the long jump Brown jumped 23-6 to finish third, as did Hale

witd his 46-8 triple jump and Welch with his 157-2 discus effort. Live-

sey placed fourth in tKe six-mile in 30:20.1, while Einbecker was fourth

in tPie discus at 153-8 and was fifth in the hammer at 139-1.

In the six-mile Been placed sixth in 30:51.8, while WelcK was

sixth in the shot at 49-4 1/2, Messmore sixth in the pole vault at 13-5,

Keith Jacobi sixth in the mile in 4:15.4. In the higK jump Barron

jumped 6-4, his lowest effort of the season (indoor and outdoor) to fin-

ish sixth, Hocking was sixth in the intermediate hurdles in :55.5, and

Brown ran :22.7 for sixth in the 220.

Eastern returned to DeKalb for the Fifth Illinois Intercollegiate

Championships and finished fourth with 94 points, just four points out

of second place. Southern Illinois-Carbondale won the title with 159

points, with Western Illinois taking second with 98 and University of

Illinois third with 95.

Eastern won four events with Osei-Agyeman winning two and set-

ting track records in both events. The junior sprinter from Ghana won

the 100 in :09.3 to equal his varsity record, equal the meet record

held by Ivory Crockett of Southern Illinois-Carbondale, and break the

track record of :09.5 set in 1959.

Osei-Agyeman won the 220 in :21.1 to break the track record of

21.3 and equal the oldest record in the Eastern record books. Winnie

Brown first ran a :21.1 220 for EIU in 1957 and it was later equaled by





Ron Rentfro in 1955.

Jackson and Womack won the otiier events for the Panthers. Jack-

son won the intermediate hurdles in :52.7, while Womack won the javelin

with a throw of 200-6, on a rain-soaked field.

Jackson finished second to Pivovar of Illinois in the high hur-

dles. Jackson ran :13.8, while Pivovar ran :13.7. Jackson and Osei-

Agyeman teamed with Brown and Hudecek to finish second in the 440 relay

in :42.3.

Taking thirds for Eastern were Livesey in the steeplechase in

9:15.4, and Ken Jacobi in the 880 in 1:55,3. Finishing fourth were

Welch in the discus with a throw of 157-1, Hale in the triple jump at

45-11 1/2, Larson in the mile in 4:22.1, Lancaster in the three-mile in

14:24.3, and Brown in the long jump at 23-8 3/4.

The mile run was one of the closest events of the meet as Mike

Durkin of Illinois won in 4:18.5, Dick Hanrath of Illinois State took

second in 4:22, and Don Axt of Western was third in 4:22.0. Larson was

running second behind Durkin, who went on to represent the U.S.A. in

the 1500 meters in the Montreal Olympics of 1976, down the final home

stretch when he committed the track runners' biggest mistake--he

looked around to see where his opposition was. In the final few yards

E>oth Hanrath and Axt passed the EIU freshman and instead of Eastern

having eight points in the event it had four.

Commenting on the race Larson said, "I was passed by two run-

^^"rs in the last ten yards of the mile run because I looked around to

see where they were. I had second but finished fourth."

Larson further added, "It turned out that had I finished second

••e could have placed second instead of fourth as a team. I have never
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looked around in a race since. "^^

Th£ mile relay team of Hudecek, Ken Jacobi , Jackson and Nevius

finished fifth in 3:19.4.

In the final dual meet of the season. Eastern defeated Western

Illinois 108-55 to finish the indoor and outdoor season undefeated in

dual meet competition.

Jackson, Osei-Agyeman and Hale won two events each, while Live-

sey and Lancaster tied for first in two events. Barron, Welch, Nevius

and Larson all set records.

In the steeplechase Livesey and Lancaster crossed the finish line

together in 9:16.1, and later finished together in the three-mile in

14:29.9.

Jackson won the high hurdles in :''-.l, won the intermediates in

:52.4, finished second in the 100 in :09.J5 and ran a leg on the winning

440 relay team that ran :42,2. Osei-Agyeman won the 100 in :09.5 and

won the 220 in :21,8, while Hale won the long jump at 22-1 3/4 and won

the triple jump at 45-8.

Barron v^/on the high jump with a varsity record 6-7, while Welch

set a varsity record of 160-5 to finish second in the discus, and Nevius

ran second in the 440 in a varsity record :49.1. Nevius' effort broke

the record of :49.4 held by Lindsey Hickman, Dave Parkinson and Garold

Kettmansberger.

In the mile Larson won in a freshman record 4:12.9 and missed

the varsity record by just a second and a half. Other Eastern winners

Jackson repeated as intermediate hurdle champion, winning in

:51.0, only two-tenths of a second off his varsity record set earlier

in winning the Drake Relays.

Jackson also finished third in the 120 high hurdles in :14.0.

Rod Mil burn of Southern University ran :13.2 in the semifinals and won

with a :13.4 performance. The :13.2 was a meet record. By winning,

Jackson qualified for the NCAA-UD National Championships in Baton Rouge,

Louisiana, with his victory.

Osei-Agyeman placed third in the 100 in :09.4. He finished

second in his preliminary heat of the 220 in :21.1 but did not run in

the semifinal due to a leg injury.'^

Livesey, a sophomore from Ni antic, finished second in the

Steeplechase in 9:04, while Brown finished third in the long jump at

23-9 1/4. Larson finished sixth in the mile in a varsity record 4:10.

The mile relay team of Jackson, Hudecek, Ken Jacobi and Brown

finished fifth in 3:14.9. In the qualifying round the mile relay team

t"an 3:12.5 for a varsity record. Osei-Agyeman ran on the record setting

:48.2 for Hudecek, :49.9 for Jacobi, and :47.1 for Jackson.

The 440 relay team of Brown, Brooks, Jackson and Osei-Agyeman

placed third in :41 .0.

Womack threw the javelin 208-7 but failed to place, as did Welch

with. h.is 48-9 effort in tfie shot and his 137-9 discus effort. Barron

qualified for the finals with a 5-6 jump in the high jump but did not

place, while Lancaster ran 14:38 in the finals of the three-mile for

eightK place. Lancaster ran 14:01.8 to qualify.

Ken Jacobi, who placed fifth in the 880 in the 1971 nationals

as a freshman, was in possibly the closest finish of tKe meet. He ran

1:52.5 to finish seventh. The winner ran 1:51.8, with second and third

1:52.2, and fourth, fifth and sixth 1:52.5. Jacobi ran 1:52.3 to qual-

ify for the semifinals and ran 1:51.5 in his semifinal heat.

Jackson competed in the NCAA-UD Nationals at Baton Rouge. He

became only the second Eastern track athlete to ever compete in the Out-

door University Division National Meet. (John Craft was the first in

1969). Jackson finished seventh in the intermediate hurdles in :51.5.

He ran :51.4 in finishing second in his qualifying heat. In the high

hurdles Jackson ran :14.2 in the semifinals but failed to advance to

the finals.

The winner of Jackson's heat was Rod Mil burn of Southern Univer-

sity in :13.3. Mil burn v/on the finals in a meet record :13.1. He also

beat Jackson to win the NCAA-CD high hurdle title.
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The 1973 outdoor season ended with 17 varsity records being bro-

ken or equaled. Eastern had a champion in both the Kansas and Drake Re-

lays, finished tWrd in the NCAA-CD Nationals with Jackson repeating as

national champion, and the Panthers sent a representative to the MCAA-UD

Nationals for only the second time in its history.

Summary

The 1970 season brought Rodney Jackson to Eastern and the fresh-

man from Jacksonville competed in the NAIA National Championships in

his first meet ever as a collegian. He ended his outstanding career at

Eastern in 1973 hy running in the NCAA-UD National Championships in

Baton Rouge, Louisiana, a fitting end to his collegiate career.

Jackson finished fifth in the 440 intermediate hurdles in the

1970 outdoor NAIA National Meet to earn the first of many All -American

awards.

But the arrival of new talent usually comes at a time when there

is a departing of people who have performed well over the years. Fol-

lowing the 1970 season Coach O'Brien lost such fine athletes as Dike

Stirrett, Marty Mclntire, Larry Mayse and others.

The 1971 season not only was a year in which O'Brien gained

many fine freshmen but also a new assistant coach in Neil Moore. Moore

brought a new and important concept to the Eastern program— that of a

strong recruiting policy.

Jackson continued his assault on the record books in 1971, and

he also finished third in the NAIA Indoor Nationals in the 60 high hur-

dles, and second in the NCAA-CD intermediate hurdles.

The 1971 indoor season ended with the Panthers setting eight

records, and finishing with a 3-0 dual -meet record. Freshmen Ken Jacobi
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and Sandy Osei-Agyeman performei well.

The 1971 outdoor season saw the Panthers break 10 varsity records,

and saw Mike Davis become the first pole vaulter in Eastern history to

clear 15-0.

Eastern also finished 10th in the NCAA-CD Nationals as Jackson's

second-place in the intermediate hurdles led the team. Freshman Jacobi

finished fifth in the 880 to earn All -American honors.

The 1971 season was the final for Ken Klipp, who performed well

for O'Brien for four years. He was a member of both the 1968 and 1969

National Cross-Country Championship teams and was a versatile runner

from th_e mile through the six-mile.

The 1972 season opened with the Panthers finishing third in the

NAIA National Indoor Championships. Jackson again paced the team with

his second-place finish in the 60 high hurdles, but Ken Jacobi placed

third in the 880 and twin-brother Keith was fourth in the 1000. Skinner

placed fourth in the mile and Lancaster was sixth in the two-mile,

while Davis finished sixth in the pole vault to also contribute to the

Panther points. The two-mile relay team of Keith Jacobi, Walter Craw-

ford, Skinner and Ken Jacobi placed sixth.

The 1972 indoor season ended with the Panthers breaking 10 var-

sity records and posting a 3-0 dual -meet record. Osei-Agyeman, a native

of Ghana and one of Moore's first outstanding recruits, broke four re-

cords.

The 1972 outdoor season was one of the best ever for Eastern as

the Panthers finished fourth in the NCAA-CD Nationals and in a sixth-

Place tie in the NAIA Nationals. It was to be the final NAIA National

Meet for Eastern as the university dropped its affiliation with the NAIA.





Jackson v^as an All -American in both meets, winning the 400 meter

intermediate hurdles in th_e NCAA-CD meet and finishing second in the

NAIA meet. Freshman Rick Livesey earned All-American honors in the NAIA

meet by placing second in the 3000 meter steeplechase.

The Panthers broke 12 varsity records in 1972, with Jackson

having a part in six of them.

Many talented athletes greeted O'Brien for the 1973 season.

They included: Jackson, Darrell Brown, Osei-Agyeman, Lancaster, Ken and

Keith Jacobi and Livesey. He also had one of the strongest groups of

freshmen recruits ever. Top newcomers were Mike Larson, John Barron

and John Hudecek.

The 1973 indoor season was the first year that Eastern had re-

presentatives in the NCAA-UD National Championships in Cobo Hall in

Detroit, Michigan. Neither Jackson nor Osei-Agyeman placed.

Eastern ended the indoor season with a 6-0 dual and triangular

meet record as seven varsity records were broken. Jackson, Osei-Agyeman,

Larson, Barron and Brown all broke records as they lived up to their

pre-season billing.

Jackson's final outdoor season as a Panther was one of the

finest any Eastern athlete ever had. He gained All-American honors for

the fourth straight year, won the Drake Relays 440 intermediate hurdles,

and represented Eastern in the NCAA-UD Nationals--only the second Pan-

ther ever to do it.

The 1973 Panthers broke or tied 17 varsity records, finished

third in the NCAA-CD Nationals and fashioned a 4-0 dual and triangular-

meet record, and had champions in both the Kansas and Drake Relays.

In the four years that Jackson competed for Eastern, the Pan-
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tfiers had perhaps their greatest track teams. At the end of the 1973

season, only four outdoor records remained on the books which were set

prior to 1970 when Jackson entered EIU, and one of those was equaled

during Jackson's years. And just four indoor records still remained on

the books following the years of Jackson.

It is no wonder that O'Brien referred to getting Jackson from

Jacksonville High School "a steal." "The bigger schools didn't want

him because he was too small, and the smaller schools didn't think

they could get him because he was too good," O'Brien said.^^

Chapter IV

YEARS 1974-1975

Chapter four concerns itself with Eastern's track and field

history for the years 1974, 1975 and 1976. The 1973 season ended the

collegiate career of the most prized hurdler in Eastern's history.

The 1974 season was to become the brightest in Eastern's great track

history as the Panthers gave retiring Coach Maynard O'Brien a share

of the NCAA-II Outdoor Championships. In 1975 Neil Moore succeeded

Coach O'Brien who completed his highly successful 28-year collegiate

coaching career. John Craft, standout triple jumper in the late 1960's

and a 1972 Olympic competitor in the triple jump, assumed the position

of a full-time assistant coach in 1975. Toni Ababio won the 1975

national long jump and triple jump titles to become the first Panther

to ever win two national titles in the same year.

In 1976 Eastern finished second in the NCAA-II Nationals as

quartermiler Ed Hatch became the first EIU freshman to win a national

title. Thomas Woodall, head cross-country coach since 1974, also

returned to track coaching in 1976 as he worked with the distance runners.

Woodall last coached track on a regular basis in 1968.

j974— Indoor Season

The 1974 season opened with the Panthers trying to better the

1973 dual meet record of 4-0, and a first-place finish in the Illinois

State Invitational, Six All-Americans returned to help Coach O'Brien

and his assistant, Meil Moore, keep the Panthers one of the top teams
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in the country.

Eastern started strong with an 89-41 victory over Southeast

Missouri State at Charleston. Eastern swept the mile, high jump, 880

and two-mile.

Sophomore Mike Larson won the mile in 4:14.7, and was followed

by Keith Jacobi in 4:17.8 and Ben Timson in 4:19.6. In the 880, Ken

Jacobi won in 1:56.5, Dave Mance was second in 1:57 and Larson third in

1:58.1.

Sophomore John Barron, who broke all the school records in the

high jump his freshman year, won the high jump with a varsity record

jump of 6-8. His effort was also a Lantz Fieldhouse record. Greg Gas-

away finished second at 6-4, higher than anyone ever jumped, prior to

Barron, as a member of the Eastern team, and Harold King was third at

6-2.

In the two-mile Ron Lancaster won in 9:10.3, with Ken Burke

second in 9:12.0 and Rick Livesey third in 9:17.6. Sandy Osei-Agyeman

won the 50 in :06.3 and won the 300 in :31.4, while Ababio won the

long jump at 22-10 1/2, and Don Hale won the triple jump at 49-2.

Ababio finished second in the triple jump at 47-8 1/4.

The Panthers traveled to Champaign for the Sixth Illinois Inter-

collegiate Indoor Championships and finished third with 73 points.

Southern 111 inois-Carbondale won with 170 points, with the University of

Illinois second with 127.

Osei-Agyeman finished second in the 60 in :05.3 and was third

in the 300 in :30.9 to lead the Panthers. Larson placed second in the

mile in a varsity record 4:09 to become the first Eastern runner to ever

E^reak 4:10 in the mile. He held the old record of 4:71.
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The two-mile relay team of Keith Jacobi (1:55), Joe Sexton

(.1:56), Larson (1:54), and Ken Jacobi (1:52.9) ran 7:40.9 to place

second to the University of Illinois' 7:37.7 effort. The Panther

foursome broke the old varsity record of 7:55.8 set in 1972. The team

also bettered the old meet and University of Illinois Armory record

of 7:43.9.

Ken Jacobi, one of the returning All-Americans , finished third

in the 880 in 1:54.6, with Nance fifth in 1:56.5. In the shot Mike

Miller, a freshman, finished fourth with a toss of 50-4 3/4, and in

the pole vault. Jack Messmore placed fifth at 14-0.

Hale finished fourth in the triple jump with a leap of 49-10 1/2,

while Barron placed fourth in the high jump at 6-7. Burke placed fourth

in the two-mile in an excellent 9:06.3, just off Lancaster's varsity

record of 9:02.1. Lancaster finished sixth in 9:08,2.

In the mile relay John Hudecek, Darrell Brown, Ken Jacobi and

Osei-Agyeman (all All-Americans) finished fifth in 3:22.5.

Eastern returned to the Armory in Champaign the following week

to compete in the First Illini-USTFF (United States Track and Field

Federation) Classic. No official team scores were kept.

Heading the Panther drive was Osei-Agyeman. The Ghana native

placed second in the 5C in :06.2. Larry Burton of Purdue, a 1972

Olympian, won the event in :06.1. Ken Jacobi finished third in the 600

in a varsity record 1:12.4, while twin-brother Kaith tied for fourth

in the 1000 in 2:13.5.

The mile relay team of Hudecek, Brown, Ken Jacobi and Osei-

Agyeman finished third in 3:19.6 to break the varsity record of 3:20.0

set in 1973. The distance medley relay team of Jeff Nevius, Ken Jacobi
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Keith Jacob! and Larson placed sixth in 10:21.5.

Bob Kratz tied for fifth in the pole vault with a freshman

record 14-6, and Ababio placed fourth in the triple jump at 47-6 1/2.

In what may have been one of the finest displays of talent to

compete in Lantz Fi el chouse, the Panthers hosted the University of

Chicago Track Club.' The Chicago Track Club, made up of former college

athletes and future Olympic hopefuls, defeated Eastern 67-55. Five

Lantz Fieldhouse records were broken by Chicago Track Club competitors.

Winning for Eastern were Larson in the mile in 4:13.8, Lancdstei*

in the two-mile in 9:20.5, Keith Jacobi in the 1000 in 2:16.9, and Osei-

Agyeman in the 60 in :06.3 and 300 in :31.3.

Ken Jacobi broke his own varsity record in the 880 by running

1:52.6 but finished second to Ken Sparks of the Chicago Track Club who

won in 1:51.9. Both runners broke Jacobi 's old fieldhouse record of

1:54.5.

Rodney Jackson, former All -American hurdler for Eastern, re-

turned as a member of the Chicago Track Club and won the 60 high hurdles

in a fieldhouse record :07.5. He broke the old record of :07.7 set in

1967 by John Smith of Central Michigan.

Steve Cooksey, former Indiana State star, won the high jump

for the Chicago Track Club. Cooksey tied the fieldhouse record with

his 6-8 effort, while Barron finished second at 6-6. Tom Bryan of the

Chicago Track Club won the 600 in a fieldhouse mark of 1:13.3 to over-

shadow a fine effort by EIU freshman Keith Gooden who ran 1:14.8 for

second. Gooden, from Jamaica, set a frosh record.

Statement by Neil Moore, December 2, 1975,
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The Panthers hosted Arkansas State in a dual meet and won 92-

39 behind the two victories of Nevius. Nevius, a junior from Atlanta,

won the 440 in :51.2 and the 500 in 1:14.9. Larson won the mile in

4:10.5 and placed second in the half in 1:55.9. Ken Jacobi won the 880

in 1:54.5, while Keith Jacobi won the 1000 in 2:15.8.

Lancaster ran 9:16.8 to win the two-mile, and Barron jumped

5-7 to win the high jump. Brown won the long jump at 23-3 1/2, placed

third in the triple jump at 39-3 3/4, and was third in the 300 in :32.5.

Osei-Agyeman won the 60 in :05.2 and finished second in the 300 in

:32.5. '

Ababio won the triple jump at 47-2 3/4 and placed third in the

long jump at 22-11 3/4. Miller set a freshman record with his 50-10 3/4

effort in winning the shot.

One noteable performer for Arkansas State was Earl Bell in the

pole vault. Bell, a freshman, won the pole vault at 15-5 1/4. He went

on to set a world record of 18-7 1/4 in winning the USTFF Championships

at Wichita, Kansas, in 1976.2

In the next meet Eastern beat Bradley, 101-30, at Lantz Field-

house. The Panthers won every first place and swept the mile, 1000 and

the two-mile. Barron set varsity and fieldhouse records in winning the

high jump at 6-8 1/4, while Keith Jacobi set a fieldhouse record in

winning the 1000 in 2:14.6. Larson broke the fieldhouse record in winning

the two-mile in 9:04.7. The former two-mile record was 9:04.8 set in

1973 by Nick Rose of Western Kentucky, while Larson just missed the

9:02.1 varsity record set in 1973 by Lancaster, Larson's effort was

The freshman foursome of Sexton, Tom White, Gooden and Bob

performed well in winning the 60 in :06.6, finishing second in the 300

in :32.7 and winning the long jump at 22- 1/2.

The Panthers finished the 1974 Indoor season at Cobo Hall in

Detroit, Michigan, in the NCAA University Division Nationals. Ken

Jacobi ran 1:56.2 in his heat of the 880 to finish fifth but did not

advance. The time was pretty good considering Cobo Hall's 160-yard

Osei-Agyeman finished third in his preliminary heat of the 60

in :05.3 and returned to place fourth in his quarterfinal heat in :06.2.

In Osei-Agyeman 's preliminary

heat, Marshall Dill of Michigan State won in :06.2, with Reggie Jones

of Tennessee second in :06.3. In the quarterfinal heat, Burton of

Purdue won in :06.1. Dill was an NCAA champion, while Jones went on to

become an NCAA champion, and Burton ran for the USA in the 1972 Olympic

Games in Munich.

The Panthers finished the 1974 indoor season with a 3-1 dual-

meet record and a third-place finish in the Illinois Intercollegiate

Meet. Seven varsity records were broken, including two by Ken Jacobi,

while three Lantz Fieldhouse records were broken by Panther athletes.

1974--0utdoor Season

The Panthers opened the outdoor season by winning a quadrangular

meet at Peoria. Eastern totaled 80 points, Illinois State had 50, Loras

had 23, and Bradley 22.

Osei-Agyeman won the 100 in :09.7 and the 220 in :22.2 He also

anchored the 440 relay team to victory in :43.0. Hale, Brown and Hude-

cek teamed with Osei-Agyeman on the relay team.

Brown won the 440 intermediate hurdles in :55.5 and finished

second in the long jump at 23-6 1/4. Barron won the high jump at 5-6,

while Kratz vaulted 14-6 to win the pole vault.

Ababio was a double winner, jumping 23-9 1/2 in the long jump

and 49-4 in the triple jump, while Ken Jacobi ran 1:53.7 to win the 880.

Eastern won nine of the 21 events in the 11th EIU Relays. No

official team scores were kept. Two Lincoln Field records, two EIU

varsity records, and three Relays records were broken, while one field

and one varsity record were tied.

Brown jumped 25-4 1/4 in the long jump to break the old varsity

record of 24-10 1/2 set in 1964 by Art Steele, and the old Relays re-

cord of 24-8 3/4 he set in 1973. Messmore won the pole vault at 15-0 to

equal the varsity record set in 1971 and equaled in 1972 by Mike Davis.

Messmore's effort also broke his own Relays record of 14-8 set in 1973.

Dave Stotlar threw the hammer 149-3 to break the old varsity re-

cord of U5-1 set in 1972 by Roger Einbecker. Miller broke the fresh-

man record in the discus with his fourth-olace finish of 144-6. The
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old record was 140-2 set in 1970 by Tom Feig.

Glenn Behnke of North Central won the six-mile in 29:06.5 to

break the old Lincoln Field record of 29:29.6 he set in 1973 and also

break the old Relays record of 29:47.4 set in 1972 by Ken Klipp of EIU.

Hale won the triple jump at 49-11 1/4 to break the old Lincoln

Field record of 49-10 1/2 set in 1970 by Joe Silva of Western Illinois.

Livesey won the steeplechase in 9:34.1, while teammate Burke

was given the same time in finishing second. The two-mile relay team

of Keith Jacobi (1:58), Sexton (1:56.3), Larson (1:55.5) and Ken Jaco-

bi (1:55.5) was victorious in 7:45.3.

Osei-Agyeman won the 100 in :09.4 and teamed with Nevius, Brown

and Hudecek to win the 440 relay in :41.6. The sprint medley relay

team of Gooden (440), Rick Edwards (220), Nevius (220) and Nance (880)

placed second in 3:32.9. Miller finished fourth in the shot at 50- 1/2

to go along with his discus effort, Andy Womack finished third in the

javelin with a throw of 202-8, Ababio finished third in the long jump

at 23-8 1/2 and was second in the triple jump at 49-1.

The distance medley relay team of Ken Jacobi (880), Gooden (4400,

Keith Jacobi (1320), and Larson (mile) won in 10:12.4. Splits were

1:54.9, :50.1, 3:10.8, and 4:16.6, respectively.

The mile relay team of Hudecek (:49.4), Brown (:49.7), Nevius

(:49.5), and Brockman (:51.4) teamed to finish third in the mile relay

in 3:20.

Brown was voted the Outstanding Performer of the meet. He won

the long jump with a meet and field record, ran on the winning 440 re-

lay team, and ran on the third-place mile -i^elay team.

Eastern won 14 first places to defeat Indiana State, 107-56, in
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a dual meet at Charleston. Osei-Anyeman was the only double winner, win-

ning the 440 in :49.5 and the 220 in :22.3. He also teamed with Nevius,

Brown and Hudecek to win the 440 relay in :42.3.

Other Panther winners were: Livesey in the steeplechase (9:24.5),

Larson in the mile (4:22.2), Barron in the high jump (6-7), Womack in the

javelin (196-7), Terry Ryan in the high hurdles (:14.9), Ken Jacobi in

the 880 (1:55.0), Messmore in the pole vault (14-6), Lancaster in the

th.ree-mile (14:17.8), Michel Lord in the hammer (145-5 1/2), Ababio in

tKe long jump (23-6 1/2), and Hale in the triple jump (48-5 1/2).

Invitation. Northern Iowa finished second with 122 points, with West-

ern Illinois third with 114 points in the seven-team meet.

Livesey and Hale both set meet records. Livesey won the

steeplechase in 9:05.6 to break the old meet record of 9:08.3 set in

1973 by Wayne Saunders of the University of Illinois Chicago Circle and

the old Lincoln Rield record of 9:07.9 set in 1970 by Greg Dykstra of

the University of Illinois. Hale won the triple jump with a record

48-1 1/2 effort to break the meet record of 47-8 3/4 set in 1972 by

Steve Cooksey of Indiana State. Bert Meyers finished sixth in the

steeplechase in 9:42.5, while Ababio was second in the triple jump at

46-9.

Osei-Agyeman won the 100 in ;09.6, finished second in the 220

in :21.4, and anchored the 440 relay team to a :41.6 victory. Nevius,

Brown and Hudecek also ran on the relay team.

Brown won the long jump with a jump of 22-7 1/2 and finished

second in the intermediate hurdles in :55.0. Ababio finished fifth in

the long jump at 22-2 1/2 as just five inches separated the top five
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jumpers.

Lancaster ran to victory in the three-mile in 14:12.5, with Live-

sey third in 14:17.5 to go with his steeplechase win. Ken Jacobi fin-

ished a good second in the 880 in 1:51.5 behind the meet and field re-

cord-setting performance of Dennis Schultz of Northern Iowa.

Keith Jacobi finished third in the mile in 4:12.2 and teammate

Larson was fourth in 4:13.9. Barron cleared 5-6 to place second in the

high jump behind the meet record 5-8 performance of Bernie Rogers of

Western Illinois. Gasaway finished sixth at 5-4.

Miller broke his own freshman record with a second-place 51-8

effort in the shot and finished second in the discus at 152-7. Canadian

freshman Lord finished third in the hammer with a freshman record 140-11;

and Stotlar finished second with a throw of 148-4. Womack threw the

javelin 212-3 for second, Ryan finished fourth in the high hurdles in

:15.2, and Gifford was third in the pole vault at 14-6 and Kratz third

at 14-0.

In the six-mile, Burke ran 29:21 to break the varsity record of

29:32.5 set in 1973 by Lancaster but was disqualified. Burke stepped on

the heel of David Gavin of Western Illinois causing a spike wound on

Gavin. Burke's performance was nevertheless counted as a varsity re-

cord. "Burke did run the race in 29:21 so we couldn't see any reason

not to count it as a record," said coach Moore.

Southern Illinois-Carbondale won with 145 points, with the University of

Illinois second with 128. Fourth place Western Illinois had just 49.

Osei-Agyeman went a step further in establishing himself as the

best sprinter in th^e Illinois collegiate ranks for 1974 by winning the

100 and 220 dashes. He won the century in a meet and Memorial Stadium

record-equaling :09.3 and won the 220 in :21.2. His 100 effort matched

th,e meet and stadium records set in 1970 by Ivory Crockett of Southern

Illinois-Carbondale. Osei-Agyeman equaled his own varsity record in

the 100.

Livesey won the Panthers other first by running the steeple-

chase in 9:04.7, while Lancaster was fourth in 9:24.8. Burke finished

second in the six-mile in a good 21:31.9.

Ken Jacobi placed second in the 880 in a good 1:52.1 with Nance

sexith in 1:54.3, while Larson was third in the mile in 4:10.

Indiana State was the Panthers next foe and Eastern defeated

the visitors from Terre Haute, 58-63, as they swept the triple jump,

the next to last event.

Eastern won only seven of the 15 events as Ababio and Kratz led

the way.

Ababio finished fourth in the university-college division triple

jump with a leap of 51-2 3/4, while the mile relay team of Hudecek

(:49.6), Sexton (:51.9), Gooden (:49.8), and Nevius C:48.4) ran 3:19.7

but failed to place.

The Panthers returned to O'Brien Field for the Fourth. EIU Invi-

tational and rolled up 186 points to win easily. Lincoln University

finished second with 108 points and Indiana State was third with 98 in

the eight-team meet.

Eastern won eight events, including six of the eight field events,

Six meet records were broken, two by Panthers.

Barron won the high jump at 5-9 to break the meet record of 5-8

set in 1974 by Bernie Rogers of Western Illinois, while Ababio jumped

49-1 1/2 to win the triple jump and break the meet record of 48-1 1/2

set in 1974 by teammate Hale. Hale was fourth in 1975 at 46-3 1/2 and

deSola was fifth at 46-2.

In the pole vault Gifford went 14-6 to win with Byrne third at

14-6 and Kratz fourth at 14-0, while in the long jump Ababio won at

23-10 and deSola was second at 23-4 3/4.

Stivers won the javelin at 193-6 and Womack was second at 192-9,

while Lord won the hammer at 152-9 1/2 with Gary Stajduhar third at

139-5 1/2 and Greg Malan sixth at 95-6.

In the shot Miller was third at 50-10 and Malan fifth at 48-0,

while Miller also placed third in the discus at 155-4. Livesey ran
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9:25.0 to win the steeplechase with Meyers second in 9:28.8. In the six-

mile Haseman finished second in 29:57.9, Lyle was fourth in 30:21.5, Don

Sparks was fifth in 30:24.7, and Bill Fancher sixth in 31:10.

Sexton got the final Eastern victory with his 1:53.2 effort in

the 880 as Nance also ran 1:53.2 for third in the close finish. Gooden

was sixth in 1 :54.8.

In the mile Larson ran 4:11.5 to place third and Mil burn was

sixth in 4:18.6, while Hudecek finished fifth in the 440 in :49.0. Wil-

lie Lyles of Lincoln won the 440 in a meet record :46.9.

Eshegbeye finished sixth in the 220 in :23.3, while the 440 re-

lay team of Ababio, Nevius, Hudecek and deSola ran :43.0 for sixth. In

the three-mile Larson ran a close second, getting edged by Glen Mil burn

of Lincoln Land Community College. Wilburn ran a meet record 14:07 and

Larson ran 14:07.6. Burke finished fifth in 14:26.5 and Livesey was

sixth in 14:45.0.

Eastern hosted the Seventh Illinois Intercollegiate Championships

at O'Brien Field and finished third behind strong Southern Illinois-Car-

bondale and University of Illinois teams. Southern Illinois won with a

record 198 points while Illinois had 173 1/3. Eastern had 77 1/3 points

in the meet that saw six O'Brien Field records broken and 10 meet re-

cords fall

.

Eastern did not have any champions and the best it could do was

two second place efforts. Stivers threw 223-5 in the javelin, only a

i'oot and a half off the varsity record, to finish second, while Womack,

the varsity record holder, was fifth at 205-9.

The other second place came in the pole vault where Kratz

cleared 15-0 to equal the varsity record. Gifford tied for fourth at
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14-5 and Byrne was sixtn at 14-6.

Millar finishes tnird in the discus at 159-11 while Seward was

fifth at 152-0. Miller was also sixth in the shot at 51-4 3/4. In the

steeplechase Livesey ran 9:13.7 for third and Meyers ran 9:19.3 for fifth,

Ababio finished third in the long jump at 24-4 and deSola was

fifth at 23-9 1/4. In the six-mile Burke ran 29:41.6 to place third and

Livesey came back with a 30:11 for sixth. Larson was fourth in the ^•lle

in 4:08.43 while Nance finished sixth in the 830 in 1:52.0.

Lord threw the hammer 154-9 for sixth and Barron finished fifth

in the high jump at 6-7. The mile relay team of Nance (:49.9), Gooden

C:48.4), Hudecek (:47.8), and Nevius (:47.7) ran 3:13.8 for fourth.

Livesey followed his third-place finish in the steeplechase and

fifth-place finish in the six-mile on Friday with a 14:16 sixth-place

finish in the three-mile on Saturday. Livesey's performance was probab-

ly topped only by that of Mike Durkin of Illinois. The senior won three

events and set two meet records. On Friday Durkin won the steeplechase

in a meet record 8:59 and ran a 1:52.3 qualifying 880. He returned on

Saturday to win the mile in 4:05.8 and also win the 880 in a meet record

1:49.8.

Craig Virgin of Illinois set a meet and O'Brien Field record in

winning the six-mile in 28:10, while Charleton Ehizuelen of Illinois set

meet and O'Brien Field records in winning the long jump at 25-4 3/4 and

winning the triple jump at 54-9 3/4.

Bill Hancock of Southern Illinois won the high jump with a meet

and field record-equaling 7-0, while Larry Satchwell of Western Illinois

won the hammer in a meet and field record 204-7,

Moore took 16 Panthers to the NCAA-II Nationals in Sacramento,
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California, where the sweltering heat of over 100 degrees affected some

of the team's performances. Led by Ababio, Eastern finished eighth

with 27 points. California State at Morthridge won with 57 points.

Ababio became the first Eastern athlete to ever win two NCAA

titles in one year in two different events. He became only the fourth

Eastern NCAA National Champion, joining John Craft (1969 triple jump),

Rodney Jackson (1972 intermediate hurdles and 1973 intermediate hurdles),

and Darrell Brown (1974 long jump). Ababio won the long jump at 24-5 3/4

and won the triple jump at 50-5 3/4 to score 20 points.

Livesey accounted for six points with his 9:06.8 third-place

finish in the steeplechase. It was the fourth straight year the Niantic-

Harristown High School graduate received All -American honors in the

steeplechase (NAIA All -American in 1971).

The final Panther point came in the six-mile where Burke ran

30:00.2 to place sixth and gain All-American honors for the second

straight year.

Several Panthers performed well but failed to place. Byrne

cleared 15-6 in the pole vault for a varsity record, wiping the names of

four other Panthers off the record book. Stivers threw 205-3 in the

javelin while Womach threw 195-11. Barron cleared 6-7 to qualify in the

high jump but failed to clear a height in the finals.

Other Eastern performances were: Kratz 15-0 in the pole vault;

Meyers 10:02 in the steeplechase; Nevius :50.4 in the 440; fliller 49-5

in the shot and 149-5 in the discus; Larson 4:20.5 in the mile; Sexton

1:54.4 in the 880; Nance 1:54.4 in the 880; and Gooden 1:53.2 in the 880.

The mile relay team of Nance (:49,4), Sexton (:51.9), Gooden

(:50.0), and Nevius (:50.7) ran 3:22 but did not advance to the finals.
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Abdbio passed up the NCAA-UD Nationals in Provo, Utah, to pre-

pare for the USTFF Meet of Champions in Berkeley, California. The Meet

of Champions was organized as a replacement for the Kennedy-King Games

so the champions of the NCAA-UD, AAU, NCAA-II, USTFF, NJCAA, NAIA, and

California JC reets plus a :iumber of open athletes could get together

to decide a true champion.'^

Ababio placed sixth in both the triple jump (50-1) and in the

long jump (23-9 3/4).

The season ended with five varsity records being broken, EIU

placing in tKe Kansas and Drake relays, the Panthers winning the EIU

Invitational 3 and Ababio becoming a double NCAA-II champion.

Ababio was voted Most Valuable performer as he led the team in

scoring with 89 1/2 points. Miller finished second with 57 points and

Livesey added 32 in his final season.

Larson and Hudecek were elected co-captains for 1976. A total

of 35 Panthers scored points during the 1975 outdoor season.

TKose Panthers graduating were Livesey, Nance, Nevius, Gifford

and Lyle.

1976--Indoor Season

More than 60 hopefuls greeted Coach Moore and his assistants.

Craft and Woodall, for the 1976 season. Included among the large group

were 1975 All-American Ababio, 1974 All-Americans Larson, Barron and

Hudecek, 1975 standouts Morera, Mike Miller, Byrne, Sexton and Gooden,

and top freshman recruit Ed Hatch. Moore also had transfers Charles

Hollis (Middle Tennessee State), Reggie Johnson (Texas Southern) and

In a practice meet against Lincoln Land Community College and

Parkland Junior College, Lord set a varsity record of 45-3 in the hammer.

He broke his old record of 42-7 1/4 set in 1975.

In the first scheduled meet the Panthers defeated Southeast Mis-

souri State, 84-46, at Lantz Fieldhouse. Freshman Hatch and transfer

Hollis began their Eastern careers on a high note. Hatch, Illinois high

school record holder in the 440, won his speciality in a frosh record

:49.2, second fastest 440 ever run indoors by an Eastern athlete. Lind-

sey Hickman set the varsity record of :48.7 in 1958.

Hollis won the triple jump at 51-1 3/4 to break the varsity and

fieldhouse records of 50-11 1/2 set in 1969 by John Craft. Ababio was

second at 50-10 1/2 in the triple jump after winning the long jump at

24-0, just a half-inch off the varsity record held by Darrell Brown.

Larson won the mile in 4:11, Morera won the 1000 in 2:13.9,

Gooden ran 1:57.0 to win the 880, and Johnson won the 500 in 1:13.8.

In the shot Miller threw 50-2 1/4 to win, while Dan Morgan won

the pole vault at 14-6.

In the Eighth Illinois Intercollegiate Championships at Cham-

paign, Eastern finished third with 66 points. The University of Illi-

nois won with 169 and Southern Illinois-Carbondale was second with

144 1/2.

Hatch and Ababio became Eastern's sixth and seventh champions

in the meet. Hatch won the 440 in a varsity record :48.5, while Ababio

won the long jump at 23-9 3/4. Hatch became the first EIU runner to
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ever place in the 440 in the indoor intercollegiate meet.

Larson finish^ed second in the mile in a varsity record 4:04.9

behind the 4:04 effort of Craig Virgin of Illinois. The old varsity

record of 4:05.3 was set in 1975 by Larson. With the finish Larson

became only the fourth Eastern Athlete to place in the meet four

straight years. He finished fourth in 1973, second in 1974, and fourth

in 1975, setting varsity records each year.

In the triple jump Mollis finished second at 50-4 3/4, only

four inches behind the winner, Phil Robins of Southern Illinois.

Robins went on to win the NCAA-UD outdoor triple jump title in 1976.'^

Ababio jumped 50-4 to finish third in the triple jump, while frosh

Terry Carpenter placed fourth in the long jump at 23-2 1/2.

The mile relay team of Hudecek C:50.8), Benny Phillips (:51.3),

Johnson (:50.4), and Hatch (:48.4) placed third in 3:20.9. The distance

medley relay team of Sexton (880), Hudecek [440), Gooden (1320), and

Larson (mile) placed fourth in 10:04.4. Sexton ran 1:57.5, Hudecek

:50.2, Gooden 3:06.8, and Larson anchored with a 4:09.8.

In the pole vault Byrne placed third at 15-5, while Gooden ran

1:55.0 for sixth in the 880. Lumbia Tolliver finished sixth in the 60

high hurdles in :07.7, while Fred Miller was sixth in the 600 in 1:13.2.

Miller's finish in the 600 marked the first time an EIU runner ever

placed in the event in the meet. In the 600 preliminaries, Johnson

won his heat in 1:12.1 to break the varsity record of 1:12.4 set in 1974

by Ken Jacobi . Johnson's time was the fastest qualifying, but he fell

in the final and failed to place.

Johnson ran :50.1 to win the 440, deSola won the long jump at

23-4 3/4 3 Dan Larson pole vaulted 14-6 to win, and Barron won the high

jump at 6-8. Barron missed the Southeast Missouri State meet and the

Illinois Intercollegiates as he was recovering from a head injury he

received when hit by a baseball during v/arm-ups to practice.

In the 60 high hurdles. Maxwell ran :07.6 to win, Fred Miller

won the 880 in 1:58.7, and Hudecek won the 300 in :32.4. Hale upset

Hollis in tde triple jump, 47-7 1/2 to 47-3 1/4, as Ababio did not jump

due to a heel injury.

In the two-mile, Meyers won in 9:26.5, while the mile relay team

of Mark Tucker, Ron Brachear, Hudecek and Hatch won in 3:26.7.

The University of Chicago Track Club was Eastern's next opponent.

Eastern used good depth to win 85-54. Five fieldhouse records were

broken and one tied, two varsity records were broken, and two frosh marks

were bettered.

Morera won the 1000 in 2:12.5 to break his fieldhouse record of

2:13.2 set in 1975 and break the varsity record of 2:12.7 set in 1970

by Larry Mayse. Freshman Bill BAndy finished fourth in the 1000 in a

frosh record 2:15.8.
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In the mile Larson won in 4:05.5 to break the fieldhouse record

of 4:09.5 set in 1973 by Nick Rose of Western Kentucky. Ababio won the

long jump at 24-2 to break the old varsity record of 24- 1/2 set in 1974

by Darrell Brown. Martez Smith, a member of Eastern's football team,

won tlie high jump at 6-8 to break Barron's freshman record of 6-7 set

in 1973. Barron placed second, also clearing 6-8.

Other fieldhouse records broken were in the 600 where Tom Bryan

of the Chicago Track Club ran 1:11.3 to regain the record he lost earl-

ier when EIU's Hatch ran 1:12.1. Tim Johnson, being red-shirted at

Southern Illinois-Carbondale and vaulting in exhibition, won the pole

vault at 16-6 to break the fieldhouse record of 16- 1/2 set in 1975 by

Gary Hunter of Southern Illinois.

Dan Cloeter, a seminary student, won the three-mile in 14:03.6

to break the fieldhouse record of 14:13.2 set in 1975 by John St. John

of Southern Illinois. George Daniels of the Chicago Track Club won the

3Q0 in :31.0 to equal the fieldhouse record set in 1073 by former East-

ern great Sandy Osei-Agyeman. Osei-Agyeman, running for the Chicago

Track Club, finished second in :31.1. Former EIU standout Rodney Jack-

son won the 60 high hurdles in :07.5 running for the Chicago Track Club.

Ababio also won the triple jump at 50-11 and Morgan won the

pole vault at 14-6. Mike Miller won the shot at 51-7 1/4 and Stajudhar

won the 35-pound weight throw at 44-3 3/4.

In the 440, Tucker ran 1:02.1 to win and the mile relay team

of Tucker, Johnson, Phillips and Hatch won in 3:23.9.

Mike Larson and Byrne led Eastern to a 94-37 victory over

Indiana State in a dual meet at Lantz Fieldhouse. Larson won the three-

nrile in a varsity and fieldhouse record 13:46.7. He broke the old field-
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liouse record set earlier by Dan Cloeter of the Chicago Track Club

and broke tKe old varsity record of 13:58.5 set in 1975 by Ken Burke

when he won the Illinois Intercollegiates. Larson lapped every other

runner in the field as he went by the two-mile mark in 9:11, just six

seconds off the fieldhouse record in the two-mile.

Byrne, a sophomore from New York, won the pole vault at 15-7 1/4

to break the old varsity record of 15-5 1/4 set in 1975 by Bob Kratz.

Hatch won the 440 in :49.5 and won the 300 in a freshjnan record

:31.2. He bfoke the freshman record of :31.5 set in 1971 by Osei-

Agyeman. Hatch also anchored the mile relay team to a freshman record

3:25.0 with his :49.4 leg. Other runners on the team were Barry

Wright, Ed Hancock and Phillips. •
, .

Morera won the mile in 4:14.3, Gooden won the 1000 in 2:15.1,

Sexton won the 880 in 1:54.8, and Johnson ran 1:13.0 to win the 600.

Smith equaled his own freshman record in the high jump with his 6-8

winning jump, while freshman Carpenter won the long jump at 23-1 1/4

and Hoi lis went 48-8 to win the triple jump. Tol liver ran :07.5 to

win the 60 high hurdles.

In what turned out to be one of the most satisfying victories

ever for Eastern, the Panthers defeated Southern Illinois-Carbondale

and Murray State in a triangular meet at Lantz Fieldhouse. Southern

Illinois and Murray STate were both disqualified in the mile relay,

the final event, as EIU scored 74 points, Southern Illinois 58, and

Murray State 28.

Southern Illinois won the mile relay and Murray State was

second but Murray State was disqualified when it was ruled that a

runner cut in too soon on a Southern Illinois runner, while Southern
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Illinois was disqualified when one of its runners was ruled to have

run more than three consecutive steps on a line during an elbow fling-

ing incident with_ a Murray State runner. Eastern was running third all

the time and just rode out the infractions to win the race and the meet.

Eastern received outstanding performances to defeat Southern

Illinois, which only a year before had handed Eastern a 94 1/2 - 45 1/2

defeat.

Mike Larson again led the way as the senior from Decatur won

the two-mile in a fieldhouse and varsity record 8:47. He broke his old

fieldhouse record of 9:04.7 set in 1974 and broke the varsity record

of 9:02.1 set in 1973 by Ron Lancaster. Freshman Casey Reinking placed

fourth in the two-mile in a frosh record 9:10.8, breaking the record of

9:14.7 set in 1975 by John Christy.

Ababio finished second in both the long jump and triple jump,

but set varsity records in each event and also bettered the old field-

house mark in each. In the long jump he went 24-5 1/2 to break Ms own

varsity record of 24-2 set earlier in 1976, while in the triple jump he

went 51-6 1/2 to break the varsity record of 51-1 3/4 set earlier in the

season by Hollis.

In both the triple jump and long jump fieldhouse records were

set. Rick Rock of Southern Illinois won the long jump at 24-7 to break

the fieldhouse record of 24-4 1/2 set by Larry Perry of Alton High

School in 1975. In the triple jump Phil Robins of Southern Illinois

went 52-0 to break the fieldhouse record of 51-1 3/4 set by Hollis ee.rl-

ier in 1975.

In the high jump Smith cleared 6-8 for the third time to equal

his freshman record, while Gerald Bell, a teammate of Smith's on the
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football tern-, won the 60 in :05.2. Bell got a good start to beat

Mike Kee of Southern Illinois. Kee went on to win the Florida, Kansas

and Drake Relays 100 title and also won the Illinois Intercollegiate

outdoor 100 championship.

Morera won the 1000 in 2:12.7 and won the mile in a good

4:08.9, Tolliver ran :07.5 to win the 60 high hurdles, and Johnson

won the 600 in 1 :12.7.

The winning mile relay team was Brachear, Phillips, Hudecek

and Johnson. Hatch did not compete in the meet due to a slightly

injured leg.

In an MU All -Comers meet at Champaign, Morera vron the mile

in 4:05.1 and the 880 in a varsity record 1:51.9. He broke the old

record of 1:52.3 he set in 1975. Both times qualified Morera for the

NCAA-UD Nationals.

Moore took Ababio, Larson, Hatch and Morera to the Nationals

at Cobo Hall in Detroit, Michigan. Ababio became the first Eastern

athlete to gain NCAA Indoor All-American honors with his 24-5 sixth-

place finish in the long jump and his 51-4 1/4 sixth-place finish in

the triple jump.

Larson (4:17.2) and Morera (4:20) failtu to gair; the finals

in the mile run, while Hatch ran :49.7 in the 440 preliminaries but did

not advance.

Eastern finished the season with a 6-0 dual -triangular meet

record and a trnrd-place finish in the Illinois Intercollegiates,

Eleven varsity records v/ere broken, including three by Larson and tv/o

each by Morera and Ababio. Ten fieldhouse records were set--three by

Larson.
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After tlie records were recorded at the end of the 1976 indoor

season^ the oldest record on the books was the 70 low hurdle record

set in 1970 by Rodney Jackson— and the event had been discontinued after

1970. The 1971 60 high hurdle and 70 high hurdle efforts of Jackson

were the oldest on-going records on the books.

Ababio led the indoor season in scoring with 44 points, while

Hatch added 39 and Larson 32. A total of 47 athletes scored--the most

in Eastern indoor history.

1976—Outdoor Season

Coming off one of the most successful indoor seasons in Eastern's

history, Moore and his team opened the outdoor season with a tvw-meet,

four-day trip to Kentucky.

The first stop was Murray, Kentucky, where the Panthers ran

past Murray State, 98-51. Mike Larson and Hatch continued their break-

ing of records, while Ababio and Mike Miller won two events each.

Mike Larson won the three-mile in 13:45.3 to break the varsity

record of 13:57.8 set in 1973 by Lancaster, while Hatch won the 440 in

:48.1 to break the frosh record of :49.9 set in 1971 by John Hochmuth.

Ababio won the long jump at 25-1 1/2 and won the triple jump

at 50-3, while Mike Miller won the shot at 50-1 1.2 and won the discus

at 153-5.

Ken Englert ran a freshman record 29:46 to win the six-mile,

breaking the old record of 31:22 set in 1971 by Rich Bowman. In the

mile, Morera won in 4:15.5 and Maxwell won the 120 high hurdles in

:14.8. Fred Miller ran :54.6 to win the 440 intermediate hurdles,

while Byrne won the pole vault at 15-3 and Stivers won the javelin with

a throw of 204-1. Barron jumped 5-4 to win the high jump.
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In the long jump deSola went 23-8 to win, and Hollis won the

triple jump at 49-1

.

In the only home meet of the 1976 outdoor season, the EIU Re-

lays, Eastern won three events. No official scores were kept but if they

had been calculated. Eastern would have had 139 points, Purdue and North-

ern Illinois 94 each, and Southeast Missouri State 87. Thirteen teams

were entered in the meet.

Ten Relays records were broken, three O'Brien Field records were

set, and one varsity record was broken.

The distance medley relay team of Hatch (880), Johnson (440),

Morera (1320), and Larson (mile) ran 9:56.8 to set a meet, field and

varisty record. The old meet and field record was 10:09.3 set in 1975

by Eastern, wKile tKe old varsity record was 10:07.8 set in 1975. Hatch

led off with a 1:55.7, Johnson ran :49.4, Morera ran an excellent 2:58.8,

and Larson anchored with an easy 4:12.4 mile as Eastern finished more

than 22 seconds ahead of second-place Southeast Missouri State.

Ababio won the triple jump at 50-11 1/2 to break the old meet

record of 50-7 set in 1957 by Henry Jackson of Western Kentucky. Hollis

was second at 50-9 3/4 and Hale third at 49-2 1/2.

EAstern also finished with the first three places in the steeple-

chase. Meyers won in 9:27.4, Dave VanVooren was second in 9:28.9, and

Weilmuenster third in 9:35.0.

Womack placed second in the javelin at 217-10 and Stivers was

fourth at 209-4. In the long jump deSola finished second at 24-3 3/4

and Ababio was third at 24-3 1/2.

Eastern's sprint medley relay team of Johnson (440), Hatch (220),

Phillips (220), and Sexton (880) finished second in 3:32.1, while the
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440 relay team of Eshegbeye, BracKear, Hudecek and deSola ran :42.7 for

thi rd

.

Tucker, Brachear, Carpenter and Phillips teamed to finish to

finish third in the 880 relay in 1:29.5, while the mile relay team of

Eshegbeye, Hudecek, Tucker and Brachear ran 3:19 to place fifth.

The four-mile relay team of Bill James, John Mclnerney, Milburn

and Bandy ran 17:40.5 for fifth, and the two-mile relay team of Brehm,

Rarold Siefert, Gooden and Tim Talbot placed fifth in 7:54.5.

Mike Miller placed fourth in the shot at 53-1 and finished sixth

in the discus at 149-7. Morgan cleared 14-6 to finish fifth in the pole

vault.

In the high hurdles Maxwell placed second in :14.5, while Eng-

lert was third in the six-mile in 30:14.4 with Haseman fifth in 30:20.2.

EIU had three placers in the hammer as Lord was fourth at 149-5, Stajdu-

har was fifth at 135-10, and Dennis Inboden sixth at 133-11.

In the Kansas Relays Morera became the first individual champion

Eastern has ever had in the meet when he won the 1500 meters in 3:46.7

to establish a varsity record.

The mile relay team of Tucker (:49,3), Hudecek (:47.8), Johnson

(:47.5), and Hatch (:47.4) won in a varsity record 3:12.2. They broke

thfi old varsity record of 3:12.6 set in 1973 by the team of Hudecek,

Ken Jacobi , Rodney Jackson and Osei-Agyeman. In winning the foursome

also became only the second relay champion at the meet--the first being

the 1973 two-mile relay team of Keith Jacobi, Dave Nance, Mike Larson

and Ken Jacobi

.

Eshegbeye 3 Phillips, Hatch and Sexton teamed to place third in

the sprint medley relay in 3:24.5 and break the old varsity record of
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3:31.9 set by Rick Edwards, Hudecek, Jeff Nevius and Nance in 1973.

In the triple jump Mollis placed third with a wind-aided 53-1 3/4

jump, which was the second best jump ever by an Eastern performer. The

best ever was 53-9 by Craft in 1969.

Ababio was fourth in the long jump at 23-1, while Womack threw

194-3 to place ninth in the javelin.

The distance medley relay team, which Moore felt had a chance

to win, was forced to scratch out of the Kansas Relays because Mike Lar-

son was suffering from a foot injury. The injury put Larson out for the

season.

In a practice meet against Southern Illinois and Indiana State,

Womack threw the javelin 231-10 1/2 to break his own varsity record of

231-1 set earlier in 1976.

At the Drake Relays the highest finish for Eastern was second.

Morera ran 3:49.05 to place second in the 1500 meters. The mile relay

team of Brachear (:49.9), Hudecek (:48.7), Johnson (:48.6), and Hatch

(:47.3) ran 3:14.79 to finish fourth, while the 880 relay team of Phil-

lips, Hudecek, Johnson and Hatch ran 1:27.0 to finish fourth. Hatch

ran an unofficial :20.7 split.

Sexton (1:53.4), Gooden (1:53.4), Fred Miller (1:54.7), and

Morera (1:51.5) teamed to run 7:33.0 and finished fifth in the two-mile

relay in a varsity record. The old record was 7:33.2 set in 1975 by

the team of Sexton, Gooden, Nance and Morera.

Other Eastern entries not placing were deSola 23-8 and Ababio

23-7 1/2 in the long jump. Stivers 202-7 and Womack no mark in the jave-

lin, Lord 145-10 in the hamm.er, Byrne no height in the pole vault, and

Ababio 50-3 and Hale no mark in the triple jump.
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Moore and Ms team traveled to Carbondale for the Eight Illinois

Intercollegiate Championships and finished third with 85 points. South-

ern Illinois-Carbondale wn the meet with 185 points and the University

of Illinois was second with 121.

The only Panther to win was Hatch in the 400 meters. He estab-

lished a varsity record of :47.06 in winning. Morera ran 3:48.4 to

place second in the 1500 meters, while James ran a 3:56.2 for a fresh-

man record but did not place.

deSola finished second in the long jump at 23-11 1/4 and Hoi lis

was second in the triple jump at 50-10 3/4. Ababio placed third in the

long jump at 23-8 3/4 and was third in the triple jump at 50- 3/4,

Carpenter placed fifth in the long jump at 22-11 1/4.

In the 200 meters Hatch finished fourth in :21.8, after running

a :21,34 in the semifinals for a freshman record.

Barron finished in a tie for fourth in the high jump at 6-6,

Mike Miller was fifth in the shot at 51-9 and sixth in the discus at

153-11. In the 800 meters Gooden finished sixth in 1:53.5. He ran a

varsity record 1:52.1 to qualify. Siefert ran 1:56.57 for a freshman

record in the sel don-run 800 meters, but failed to advance to the finals.

Fred Miller placed third in the intermediate hurdles in :54.6,

while Maxwell was fourth in :54.8 and also placed fifth in the high hur-

dles in :15.0.

In the 10,000 meters Haseman finished fifth in 30:56 and Englert

sixth in 30:58.8. Haseman 's effort was a varsity record while Englert

set a freshman record.

Casey Reinking i/as fifth in the 5000 meters in 14:41.1 for a

varsity record. He passed the three-mile mark in a freshman record
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14:15.1.

Tde mile relay team of Tucker {:50.0), Phillips {A9A), Esheg-

beye (:49.4), and Hudecek (:49.7) placed sixth in 3:18.5.

Eastern traveled to Champaign for the USTFF Meet. No team

scores were kept. Moore entered a number of Panthers hoping to reach

qualifying standards for the NCAA-II Nationals. ^^

Hatch, was the only EIU champion as he ran a varsity record :46.4

to win the 400 meters, breaking his own record of :47.06. In the steep-

lechase VanVooren finished second in 9:15.4, while Meyers was sixth in

9:22.2.

Fred Miller ran :54.1 to place second in the 400 meter interme-

diate hurdles, wKile Gooden ran 1:52.4 for third in the 800 meters and

Christy ran 14:32 for sixth in the 5000 meters. Christy's effort broke

the varsity record of 14:41 set earlier in 1976 by Reinking.

In the triple jump Ababio placed second at 50- 3/4, with Mollis

third at 49-10 3/4, deSola fifth at 47-0, and Hale sixth at 45-11 1/2.

Eastern assistant coach John Craft won the event at 53-2 as he was

entered in an attempt to make the Olympic trials qualifying standard of

53-9 3/4.

Stivers finished third in the javelin at 212-11, while Mike Mil-

ler was sixth in the shot at 51-9 3/4 and fourth in the discus at 156-11.

In the long jump deSola finished fifth at 23-10 1/2 and Carpen-

ter was sixth at 22-4. Barron and Smith tied for third in the high jump

at 6-8.

In the 1500 meters James ran 3:53.9 to break his own freshman

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record of 3:55.2, while Siefart ran 1:55.8 in the 800 meters to break

h.is own frosti record of 1:56.67. Neither runner placed.

A few Panthers traveled south to compete in the Southern Illinois

Invitational in a last ditch effort to qualify for the nationas. No team

scores were kept.

Byrne won the pole vault in a varsity record 15-9 to break his

own record of 15-6, while Gooden won the 1500 meters in 3:59.2 and Van

Vooren was second in 3:59.5.

deSola jumped 24-4 1/2 to win the long jump while Ababio finished

second at 23-11. In the 400 meters Johnson won in :47.4 and finished

second in the 200 meters in :21.7.

Mike Miller was second in the shot at 50-3 1/2 and second in the

discus at 152-10. Seward finished third in the discus at 148-3. In the

800 meters Sexton placed second in 1:53.8, while Haseman ran 14:51.4 to

finish third in the 5000 meters.

The NCAA-II Nationals were held at Slippery Rock State College

in Slippery Rock, Pennsylvania. Moore took 21 competitors to Slippery

Rock and unlike 1975, when only three of 16 Panthers placed, the 1976

team responded in more the fashion of the 1974 team as six individuals

scored, and Eastern finished second with 39 points. The University of

California at Irvine won with 56 points, showing a lot of strength in

the distance events.

Eastern again had an individual champion— the fourth straight

year and the fifth in the last six years the Panthers won at least one

event. Freshman Hatch won the 400 meters in ;46.8 to become the first

freshman to ever win a national track event for Eastern.

Ababio could not repeat as long jump or triple jump champion
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but the senior did finish, third in each event. He jumped 24- 1/2 in the

long jump and 49-10 1/2 in the triple jump.

Morera finished third in the 1500 meters in 3:49.25 and Byrne

was tliird in the pole vault in a varsity record 16-0. Mike Miller set

a varsity record in the discus, finishing fourth at 173-3, while Stivers

finished sixth in the javelin at 215-10.

The second-place finish was even more remarkable considering

Moore was without many of his top performers. Mike Larson could not run

because of a foot injury. Larson was later given another year of out-

door eligibility by the NCAA. Womack suffered an elbow injury and also

had to undergo emergency abdominal surgery which forced him to return to

has home in Kansas.

Hoi lis, Johnson and Fred Miller were ineligible for the nation-

als because they were transfer students and had to wait a year before

being eligible for national competition.

The 1976 outdoor season ended with Eastern having a 2-1 dual

record, two champions in the Kansas Relays, a third place in the Illi-

nois Intercollegiate Championships, and the runner-up position in the

NCAA-II Nationals.

Eight varsity records were broken, while five metric distance

records were established, as a record 44 athletes scored points.

After the 1976 records were posted, only two records remained

on the books that were set prior to 1970. The two records were Ben

Ward's 1953 shot record of 54-3 1/2 and Craft's 1969 triple jump mark

of 53-9.

Ababio led the outdoor scoring with 81 points, and Hatch was

second with 62 1/2.
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Though Larson yo.s cranted another outdoor season, the team lost

the services of four outstanding graduating seniors. Ababio, Barron,

Hudecek and Womack, each an All -American, completed his eligibility at

the close of the 1975 season.

The season was over for most of the Panthers, but with 1976 be-

ing an Olympic year, Hatch, Ababio and deSola qualified to try out for

tke Olympic teams of their respective countries.

Hatch suffered a slight leg injury and decided not to compete

at the United States Olympic Trials in Eugene, Oregon. Ababio went to

the Ghana Olympic Trials, which were held in Wichita, Kansas, and al-

though he was the number one triple jumper, he did not jump far enough

to be allowed to go to Montreal. deSola did not qualify for the Span-

ish. Olympic team in the long jump.

Assistant coach Craft, who placed fifth in the 1972 Munich Olym-

pics in the triple jump, finished sixth in the 1976 U.S. Olympic Trials

at 55- 1/2 and failed in his attempt at a second Olympics at age 29.

Former Eastern great Sandy Osei-Agyeman, who ran on the Ghana

Olympic team in Munich in the 100 meter dash and the 400 meter relay

team, again qualified in the two events for the Montreal games.

SUMMARY

The 1974 season saw Eastern gain a share of its first National

track championship. In 1974 Maynard "Pat" O'Brien ended his 28-year

coaching career at Eastern by being named NCAA-II Track Coach of the

Year and having Lincoln Field renamed O'Brien Field in his honor.

Darrell Brov/n became only the fourth individual in Eastern's

hi stop/ to win ?. national title when he captured the long jump at the

MCAA~II ?teet held at Eastern.
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The 1974 season marked the end of the collegiate careers of such

All -Americans as Brown, Ken Jacobi , Sandy Osei-Agyeman and Ron Lancaster

as well as standouts Keith Jacobi, Dave Stotlar and Jack Messmore.

Neil Moore was named head Coach to replace O'Brien and former

Panther great John Craft was hired as his assistant, and the 1975 season

was to usher in a new era for Eastern track and field. It was to become

the first season since 1947 that O'Brien was not at the helm.

The Panthers slipped to eighth in the national meet in 1975 but

Toni Ababio, a native of Ghana, Africa, became Eastern's first ever dou-

ble National Champion in the same year as he won the long jump and the

triple jump. Rick Livesey, one of the finest runners Eastern ever had,

gained All -American honors for the fourth straight year with his third-

place finish in t'le steeplechase as he ended his collegiate career.

All -American high jumper John Barron also turned in an outstand-

ing season in 1975. The second-place finisher in the 1974 NCAA-II Meet

set varsity records of 6-9 indoors and 6-10 outdoors.

Dave Nance, Jeff Nevius, Scott Gifford and Glen Lyle finished

their EIU careers in 1975.

One of the :;t highly recruited high school athletes in EIU

history began his collegiate career in 1976 and proved he was worth the

effort it took to land him. Ed Hatch, from Chicago Wendell Phillips

High School, set 440 records both indoors and outdoors and became EIU's

first freshman National Champion when he won the 440 and led Eastern

to a second-olace finish in the NCAA-II Nationals at Slippery Rock, Pa.

Mike Larson also had an outstanding senior year as he set indoor

i^ecords '^:, the mile, two-tnil-^ and three-mile and an outdoor three-mile

i^ecord before he injured his root and v/as lost for the rest of the season.
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Larson was eventually granted another outdoor season of eligibility

by the NCAA.

Gerry Byrne became a 16-foot pole vaulter and Mike Miller

reached 173-feet in the discus, while Andy Womack threw the javelin

more than 231 -feet to also highlight the 1975 season.

The 1975 season was the final for such athletes as Barron,

Womack, John Hudecek and Ababio, all All -Americans, and all gaining

a much deserved place in Eastern athletic history.





Chapter V

SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS

National recognition in track and field has become commonplace

for Eastern Illinois University since 1967. John Craft initiated the

most successful era in Eastern track history by winning the NAIA Nation-

al triple jump crown as a sophomore in 1957. In this year Eastern first

competed indoors as the Lantz Fieldhouse and its six-lane rubberized

asphalt track were completed.

In 1969 Craft won the NCAA-CD, NAIA and AAU triple jump titles

and became the first Eastern athlete to place in the NCAA-UD Nationals

as he was third. Also in 1959 the eight-lane tartan track was completed

in Lincoln Stadium, replacing the old cinder track which Coach Maynard

O'Brien called "one of the fastest cinder tracks in the country."

Craft was gone in 1970 along with distance great Philip "Dike"

Stirrett, but Rodney Jackson, a sprinter/hurdler from Jacksonville,

Illinois, began what was to be a superlative career at Eastern. Jack-

son broke every hurdle record before he left in 1973. He won the 1972

and 1973 NCAA-CD intermediate hurdle championships and won the 1973

Drake Relays intermediate hurdle title. Jackson won All-American honors

10 times over a three-year period in five different events indoors and

outdoors

.

When Jackson left Eastern in 1973, he held 13 indoor records

and 14 outdoor records. When this paper was written in 1976, his name

still app'^.-,:''9d with great regularity in the record books. It is no won-

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der O'Brien called Jackson "the greatest track athlete to ever perform

at Eastern."

In 1971 four freshmen, Sandy Osei-Agyeman, Ken Jacobi , Ron Lan-

caster and Darrell Brown, began their careers at Eastern. The four were

destined to make major contributions as members of Coach O'Brien's teams.

Osei-Agyeman, a native of Ghana, went on to become an All -Ameri-

can six times in four events. He held nearly all Eastern sprint records

when he left in 1974.

Jacobi ran what probably rates with the best single performance

ever at Eastern when he ran a 1:50.4 half-mile as a freshman in 1971.

He went on to become a four-time All -American.

Lancaster set records in the three-mile and two-mile and re-

ceived All-American honors in 1974, plus was named a two-time cross-

country All -American.

Brown, from Bismarck-Henning High School, improved by leaps and

bounds under O'Brien. He set both indoor and outdoor long jump records

and became the NCAA-II National Champion in 1974. He was a five-time

All-American.

In 1972 there came to Eastern what may be the best success-story

in O'Brien's long history. Rick Livesey, a graduate of Niantic-Harris-

twon High School, entered Eastern as a 10:15 two-miler. He wasted little

time picking up a new event--the 3000 meter steeplechase--and finished

third in the NAIA National Meet his freshman year. He went on to earn

All-American honors his next three years in the NCAA-CD Championships.

In 1972 Eastern also got its highest finish ever in both the

NCAA-CD and NAIA National Championships, The Panthers finished fourth

in the NCAA meet and sixth in the NAIA meet, plus third in the NAIA
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Indoor Nationals. It was the last year Eastern participated in the NAIA

Nationals as the school dropped its affiliation with the NAIA and re-

mained only a member of the NCAA.

In 1973 Eastern finished third in the NCAA-CD Nationals behind

Jackson's championship in the intermediate hurdles. The same year one

of the finest groups of freshmen ever to attend Eastern began their ca-

reers. The group included Mike Larson, Ken Burke, John Barron, Andy

Womack and John Hudecek. All went on to earn All -American honors.

Only a sophomore, Larson earned his second straight All-American

honor in 1974 as Eastern shared the NCAA-II National title with Norfolk

State. This National Meet, along with the NCAA-III Meet, was held at

Lincoln Field in Charleston.

In 1974 All -Americans Osei-Agyeman, Brown, Lancaster and Ken

Jacobi completed outstanding careers as did their coach, Maynard "Pat"

O'Brien. O'Brien retired after 39 years of coaching, the last 28 at

Eastern. He was named NCAA-II Coach of the Year and the track and

football stadium (Lincoln Field) was renamed "O'Brien Field" in his

honor.

In 1975 Neil Moore, who had been O'Brien's assistant since 1971,

took over as head coach and John Craft was named his assistant. Toni

Ababio, a native of Ghana, won the NCAA-II National championship in

both the triple jump and long jump--a first for an Eastern athlete— as

Eastern finished eighth in the national meet.

One of the few athletes to gain All-American honors four straight

years at Eastern, the remarkable Rick Livesey graduated in 1975. Moore

then recruited such performers as Gerry Byrne, Paco Morera and Jose

deSola in an attempt to keep Eastern track among the best in the coun-
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try's college ranks.

In 1976 Eastern placed second in the MCAA-II Nationals as Ed

Hatch became the first national champion as a freshman at Eastern.

Hatch, one of the best sprinters ever recruited to Eastern, won the 400

meters in the nationals at Slippery Rock, Pennsylvania. He put his name

in the indoor and outdoor record books a total of 11 times during the

year.

Mike Larson had a phenomenal indoor season, coming off a third-

place finish in the NCAA-II National Cross-Country Championships. He

set varsity and fieldhouse records in the mile, two-mile and three-mile

Indoors and set a varsity outdoor record in the three-mile in his first

outdoor meet. Unfortunately, his injured foot kept him from the impor-

tant competitions during last half of the outdoor season.

Following the 1976 season. All -Americans Ababio, Barron, Hudecek

and Womack completed their collegiate eligibility.

Eastern's track and field teams grew steadily stronger from

1967 to 1976 and with the ground work having been laid by O'Brien,

Moore and assistant coaches Craft and Woodall, the Panthers should con-

tinue to have successful seasons.

The 1967 season closed the college careers of Roger Ouinlan and

John Schneider while the 1976 season was just the beginning for Ed

Hatch and another group of fine freshmen. Many outstanding performers

have passed in between.

VITA

The author was born October 7, 1945, in Shelbyville, Tennessee.

He grew up in Mechanicsburg, Illinois, a small town ll-miles east of

Springfield. He graduated from Buffalo Tri-City High School in 1963 and

proceeded to attend Illinois College in Jacksonville. While at Illinois

College he lettered in basketball as a freshman. After one year at

Illinois College he quit and joined the Illinois National Guard. After

fiis tour of active duty Meisner became a full-time technician with the

National Guard. In 1967 he joined the staff of the Illinois State

Journal -Register in Springfield as a sports writer. After nearly four

successful years as a sports writer and columists, Meisner returned to

college. He enrolled at Lincoln Land Community College in Springfield,

where he lettered in both basketball and track, all the while continuing

to work for the State Journal -Register. He was named Most Valuable in

basketball and set a school high jump record of 6'4".

In the spring of 1972 he enrolled at Eastern Illinois Univ-

ersity in Charleston. He competed in track one year before his

eligibility ran out and graduated with honors and a B.S. in Education

degree in 1974. In 1973 Meisner set an intramural high jump record of

6 '7", the highest mark anyone (varsity or other) had ever cleared up to

that time.

During the 1974-1975 academic year he taught industrial arts

and coached track, cross-country and assisted in basketball at Athens

High School, a small school in central Illinois. His track team won
